Richert Out-duels Antill at Knoxville

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Jerry Richert Jr., aboard the Marty Johnson Schnee sprint car, drove to an exciting victory during the 42nd 
season opener at Knoxville Raceway Saturday night. 
 
Richert, who started on the pole of the 20- lap event, had his hands full throughout the race as first Terry McCarl 
and then Brent Antill each passed him during the ten-mile sprint.  McCarl led from the sixth circuit, lost the lead 
during the ninth go-round to Richert, and then regained it again on a tenth lap restart.  The two front runners 
battled lap after lap with McCarl on the high side and Richert taking the low route. 
 
Suddenly on the 13th lap, Antill came into the fray and forced a three-way situation in the turns for several laps 
running.  Antill then secured the top spot on lap 15, as McCarl began to fade.  Richert too passed the McCarl 
machine and picked up the pursuit of the front-running Antill. 
 
With the white flag prepared to fly, McCarl's car performed a roll over in turn three, bringing the race to a halt.  
When the race restarted, Richert regained the lead and was able to hold off Antill's bid to beat him to the 
checkers. 
 
The win was Richert's ninth on Knoxville soil, and matched his season opening victory of 1989.  He was paid 
$2,500 for his efforts as his father and National Sprint Car Hall of Famer, Jerry Richert Sr., watched from the 
grandstand side.  Antill received $2,000 for second and Craig Dollansky pocketed $1,500 for third.  Don Droud, 
Jr. took passing honors in the event as he came from the last row to place fourth.  Ray Lipsey finished fifth.  
Completing the top ten finishers were Doran Doty, Randy Smith, Jaymie Moyle, Leonard Lee and Dennis 
Moore, Jr. 
 
In the companion 360 Sprints, Larry Pinegar II claimed his second career feature event win at the Marion 
County Fairgrounds.  Bruce Williams was second, Steve Breazeale took third and Duane Van Heukelom 
finished fifth.

Lasoski tops 'WoO' Preliminary 
 
As he did one year ago, Danny Lasoski captured the World of Outlaws Spring Opener at Knoxville Raceway 
Friday night aboard the Gil Sonner Casey's General Stores Maxim. 
 
Lasoski, the six-time Knoxville Raceway track champ, began the 20- lap race on the pole and led every circuit 
on the half-mile oval.  The win was his 55th feature victory at these historic fairgrounds and placed him just five 
markers shy of breaking Doug Wolfgang's record 59 wins. 
 
The "Dude" was chased in the early portion of the 10-mile event by Johnny Herrera and Sammy Swindell.  By 
the time Swindell got by Herrera for the runner-up spot Lasoski had shot to a thirty yard lead.  At lap six the 
front runners had entered lapped traffic and that was when Swindell began to close the margin.  As the laps 
ticked off, the gap between Lasoski and Swindell narrowed until Swindell was just a few car lengths from the 
top spot, but that was as close as he would get as Lasoski began to pull away from the field. 
 
The real battle of the race took place for the third through fifth positions as Herrera, Dave Blaney and Mark 
Kinser fought for those places.  Lap after lap saw that trio exchange running order numerous times over the 
course of the event. 
 
When the checkered flag flew, Lasoski had built an incredible half lap lead over his nearest challenger, Dave 
Blaney, who had made a pass of Swindell three laps from the finish.  Kinser took the fourth position and 
Herrera was fifth.  Rounding out the top ten finishers were Joe Gaerte, Jeff Swindell, Don Droud, Jr., Jac 
Haudenschild from the tail and Lance Blevins. 
 
It appeared that the feature event would never get underway as several attempts were needed to get it going.  
Two yellow flags were waved on successive starts, the second of which was issued for Haudenschild who had 
stopped in turn one, an apparent victim of debris thrown into his cockpit.  It was later learned the he was taken 
to the Knoxville Area Community Hospital after the races for a possible broken nose and was well a potential 
arm injuries. 
 
When the race was resumed, a four-car pileup in turn two brought out the red flag and halted the event.  
Tommie Estes, Jr., Stevie Smith, Bobby Davis, Jr. and Craig Dollansky all rode the tow hook to the pit area as a 
result. 
 
Heat events went to Lasoski, Randy Hannagan, Sammy Swindell, Jeff Swindell and Brent Antill.  Kinser 
claimed the B Feature and Lasoski was the victor of the dash.

Even when 
they encountered lapped traffic on the seventh circuit, Blaney was unable to cut into the margin Kinser had 
established.  By the tenth circuit the gap had grown to 50 yards as Kinser, Blaney and most of the front runners 
rode the high cushion on the half-mile oval. 
 
Former Knoxville track champion Danny Lasoski grabbed a third place running position after he got by Sammy 
Swindell on the fourth lap restart.  Lasoski was never able to close the gap on Blaney, although in the late 
running of the race he did make a run at him in lapped traffic. 
 
For Kinser, the win marked his sixth career feature victory at Knoxville and he caught the checkered flags to 
win by nearly 100 yards, just as Blaney exited turn four.  Lasoski dashed across the line shortly after the Blaney 
machine had done so, while Johnny Herrera was the highest finishing local car in fourth.  Fifth went to Andy 
Hillenburg.  Rounding out the top ten finishers were Jeff Swindell, Jac Haudenschild, Craig Dollansky and 
Sammy Swindell, who had faded to tenth. 
 
Qualifying heat races went to Joe Gaerte, Jerry Richert, Jr., Herrera and Marlon Jones.  John Kearney won the C 
Main and Brent Antill took the B Main. 
 
Steve Breazeale won the feature event for Limited Sprints, the eighth of his career here.  Larry Pinegar II was 
second, Jeff Haines claimed third and Eddie Leavitt, Jr. was fourth. 
 
Forty-nine Outlaw Sprints and 39 Knoxville Limited Sprints comprised the field of cars for the evening.  The 
event was run as a result of a rainout from the previous week.

Herrera is Fifth Different Knoxville Winner

Johnny Herrera became the fifth different driver in five weeks to capture a feature event as he guided the 
Forbrook-Cole Schnee to a 20- lap win at Knoxville Raceway Saturday night. 
 
Herrera, a second row starter, chased Jeff Tuttle through the half-way point of the event steadily gaining ground 
on the Tuttle machine,  Going into turn four of the tenth circuit Herrera dove beneath Tuttle and secured the top 
spot as he charged down the front chute. 
 
With the top spot no longer in doubt all eyes turned to the charge of the previous week's winner, Craig 
Dollansky, who had started dead last in the 20-car field.  At the point of the Herrera pass for the lead, Dollansky 
had picked off over half of the field.  Each ensuing lap saw Dollansky made heart-stopping moves on the hard 
slick surface of the half-mile oval reminiscent of those of a young Doug Wolfgang. 
 
A yellow flag on lap 16 forced the field of cars into a single file restart and Dollansky was only able to advance 
one more spot to the end of the race as Herrera came across the stripe for his third career win at the Marion 
County Fairgrounds.  Fifth row starter Skip Jackson placed second, followed by Dollansky and Marlon Jones.  
Jerry Richert, Jr. was nearly as spectacular as Dollansky as he restarted from the tail on lap five to take fifth.  
Rounding out the top ten finishers were Brent Antill, Tuttle, Randy Smith, Danny Young and Dennis Moore, Jr. 
 
Larry Pinegar II caught and passed Bruce Williams on lap eight to record his second 360 sprint feature win of 
the season.  Last week's winner Steve Breazeale was second.  Williams claimed third and Billy Engelha rt took 
fourth. 
 
Thirty-two 410 sprints and 34 Knoxville 360 sprints comprised the field of cars for the evening with drivers 
from 11 states and Australia.

Herrera Takes All Star Knoxville Stop

History was made at Knoxville Raceway Saturday night as Johnny Herrera won the first ever Club All Star 
Circuit of Champions feature event.  However he needed a bit of luck in the waning laps of the race in order to 
claim the $4,000 paycheck. 
 
The race looked to be in the grip of pole sitter Jerry Richert Jr. as the Minnesota pilot jumped to the front at the 
start and set sail on the half-mile oval.  Lap after lap saw Richert steadily pull away from the pack and even 
after entering lapped traffic on the eighth circuit he continued to put additional distance between himself and 
second place runner, Terry McCarl. 
 
Most eyes were glued to the McCarl-Herrera duel as that twosome fought for the runner-up spot lap after lap.  
But, by the 15th circuit, it was obvious that something was going wrong with the Richert machine as McCarl and 
Herrera had closed the huge margin to a matter of a few yards. 
 
What had gone wrong was that the nose wing on the Richert sprinter had somehow become askew, creating 
severe handling problems.  Herrera, who had made a pass of McCarl began running nose to tail with Richert but 
was unable to make a pass.  Only later was it revealed that the winning Schnee chassis had lost its brakes in the 
early going, giving Herrera more than he wanted to handle in the 25- lap event. 
 
On the 20th tour of the oval, Herrera made a dive for the lead as he passed Richert on the low side in turns three 
and four and held that spot to claim the win for owners Guy Forbrook and Al Cole.  McCarl came across the 
strip for second, and the hapless Richert took third.  All Star points leader Dale Blaney was fourth, and Dennis 
Moore Jr., finished fifth.  Rounding out the top ten finishers were Don Droud, Jr., Keith Kauffman, Frankie 
Kerr, Jeff Tuttle and Randy Smith. 
 
Qualifying heats went to Kenny Jacobs, John Kearney, Droud, Steve Beitler and Jaymie Moyle.  Chris 
Walraven won the C Main, McCarl was victorious in the B Main as well as the dash. 
 
Larry Pinegar II claimed his third Knoxville 360 sprint feature event of the season as he led the distance in the 
companion division.  Jeff Haines, Terry Alexander, Billy Engelhart and Bruce Williams completed the top five 
finishers. 
 
A lengthy delay was endured before the feature event was one lap old as first one yellow, then two red flags 
stopped the proceedings.  Fifty-three 410 sprints and 38 Knoxville limited sprints competed on the evening.

It was in the season opening sprint show that Terry McCarl broke his hand, but Saturday night at Knoxville 
Raceway the second generation driver sped to a hotly contested feature event win to record his initial victory of 
the season here. 
 
Jerry Richert, Jr. drove by pole sitter McCarl on the opening lap of the ten-mile event and assumed command of 
the race after having changed an engine after his qualifying heat.  McCarl was never further than 20 yards off 
the pace but was in a real struggle with Skip Jackson for that position,  Soon, Johnny Herrera joined the runner-
up battle and the ensuing laps saw a wild three-car match up around the half-mile oval.

Fairgrounds the breaks went his way as he drove the Jack Elden J&J sprinter to victory in the preliminary 
feature event during the World of Outlaws Valvoline Classic. 
 
Haudenschild, who started in the second row of the 24-car field, grabbed the lead on the first lap, driving the 
low groove as he swept around the half-mile oval. 
 
Right on his tail charged Knoxville points leader Johnny Herrera, who never allowed Haudenschild to escape 
his front nerf bar.  Herrera challenged for the lead on laps five and six, but Haudenschild withstood his moves. 
 
When the leaders came upon lapped traffic near the half-way point of the 20- lap event, Steve Kinser was able to 
take the runner-up position away from Herrera as that duo crossed the start- finish line.

On the restart, Haudenschild again resumed the point position and was not seriously challenged as he led the 
way to the finish line and a $4,000 pay day. 
 
Fourth row starter Mark Kinser made a late-race pass of Herrera to claim second.  Herrera held third and Stevie 
Smith took fourth.  Former Knoxville track champion Danny Lasoski finished fifth.  Rounding out the top 10 
were Andy Hillenburg, Dave Blaney, Jeff Swindell, Skip Jackson and Aaron Berryhill.

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Kinser and Dollansky Win Knoxville WoO Valvoline Features

Mark Kinser and Craig Dollansky each garnered feature event wins during the World of Outlaws, "Valvoline 
Classic" at Knoxville Raceway in the early hours of Sunday morning. 
 
Kinser, the pole sitter for the first Valvoline feature, was an easy victor in the 25- lap event as he led the entire 
distance.

Steve Kinser Continues Winning Form in WoO Knoxville Sprints

Only Steve Kinser and Sammy Swindell have won World of Outlaws Sprint Car feature events during the 
annual Marion County Fair and Wednesday night was no exception as Kinser swept to a 25- lap main event win 
at Knoxville Raceway.   
 
Andy Hillenburg was in charge of the race for the first two circuits, but Kinser swept by for the lead on a third-
lap restart which saw current WoO point leader Jac Haudenschild exit to the pits with an expired engine.  Dave 
Blaney and Jeff Swindell also passed Hillenburg on the restart when he became crossed-up on the low side of 
the track. 
 
Once Kinser was in front he toured the half-mile oval on the high side as the preferred line had moved to that 
portion of the track.  Blaney followed the Kinser machine but was only able to catch him when the front runners 
encountered lapped traffic.  The slower cars proved to be Blaney's undoing as Swindell got by Blaney in traffic 
ant the five-mile mark. 
 
Two additional yellow flags did not slow the Kinser assault on the Knoxville oval as Swindell could not catch 
the 10-time Knoxville Nationals champion.  In the end, Kinser swept by the flagstand to record his 46th career 
win at this historic race plant and receive $6,000 for his efforts. 
 
Swindell followed in second at a 3-yard distance and Blaney came across the line for third.  Hillenburg took 
fourth.  Danny Lasoski, aboard the Al Hamilton sprinter for the first time was fifth.  Rounding out the top ten 
finishers were Keith Kauffman (in the Lasoski-vacated Gil Sonner sprinter), Johnny Herrera, Stevie Smith, 
Terry McCarl and Craig Dollansky. 
 
Tragedy struck during the evening when Danny Young of Des Moines was critically injured during the first 
heat event.

Danny Lasoski is Fifth Knoxville 360 Nationals Champ

Danny Lasoski drove to his first title win in the 5th annual Knoxville 360ci Nationals at Knoxville Raceway 
Saturday night.  It was his experience in lapped traffic that gained him the victory. 
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Lasoski, who is a six- time track champion in the 410ci sprint division at this race track, drove the Ray Lipsey-
owned Schnee chassis to the win after starting in the third row of the 24-car field.  He announced during 
trackside ceremonies after the race that he would donate his portion of the $3,500 winning share to the 
scholarship fund for the daughter of Danny Young.  Young lost his life in a wreck at this track on July 20. 
 
The early portion of this Nationals race saw pole sitter Scott Whitworth take the lead on the half-mile oval.  His 
nearest competitor, and fellow front row starter, Don Droud, Jr., was glued to his rear bumper as lap after lap 
the twosome diced for the top spot. 
 
Just behind the battle for the lead a second skirmish was taking place with Terry McCarl and Lasoski locking 
horns.  Lasoski finally forged ahead of the McCarl mount on the eighth circuit but McCarl kept it close until he 
exited the event with mechanical woes on the 14th lap. 
 
It was that same lap which saw Lasoski take the lead as he dove under Whitworth in turn one and shot into turn 
two as the front runner.  Whitworth stayed close but Lasoski's experience in lapped traffic had paid off with the 
exchange of the lead as well as the extension of it. 
 
Three yellow flags slowed the race and when the fourth caution was shown on the 24th lap, track officials 
allowed all drivers to stop and put fuel into their cars.  On the final restart Lasoski pulled away for an 
uncontested win, his first ever in a 360ci sprint car on Knoxville soil.  Whitworth was second and some thirty 
yards back of the winning Lasoski car. 
 
Droud finished a strong third and Brent Antill placed a close fourth.  Larry Pinegar II, a regular Knoxville 360 
driver and current points leader of that division, came from an eighth row start to take fifth.  Defending 360ci 
Nationals champion Lee Nelson was sixth, John Kearney finished seventh and Bruce Drottz took passing 
honors in the 25-lap title race by coming from the very last starting position to gain eighth.  Randy Nygaard and 
Ricky Logan rounded out the top ten finishers. 
 
In the 10- lap C-Main event Dwight Snodgrass led the distance for the win.  Tim Crawley utilized a late race 
restart to edge Eddie Leavitt, Jr. for the B-Main win. 
 
Richert Jr. in Knoxville Sprint Win

Jerry Richert, Jr. captured his second feature event of the season Saturday night at Knoxville Raceway during 
the final night of racing in the first "Knoxville SpeedWeek".  
 
The win was additionally in conjunction with the fifth annual Knoxville 360 Sprint Nationals, which was run as 
the premier event of the evening. 
 
Richert, who won the season opener in April, started the event in the third row and methodically picked his way 
to the front after pole sitter Chad Mellenberndt forged to a 50-yard advantage. 
 
With Mellenberndt in front, it looked to be a Sioux Falls driver's night as fellow South Dakotan Chad Radel 
closed the gap and began to make a serious challenge just prior to the half-way point of the scheduled 20- lapper. 
 
On the 12th go round, Radel dove to the low side of the track in turns one and two and took the lead.  On lap 
later, Richert accomplished the same fete and a three-car battle for the top spot ensued until Richert won out in 
a side-by-side battle with Radel on lap 16. 
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With the top spot settled, all eyes turned to the Danny Lasoski-driven sprint car which had suddenly stormed 
into contention.  Lasoski, who had started in the fifth row of the 20-car field, had locked horns with Terry 
McCarl for most of the race and, after finally getting around him, he made a torrid run for the front.  It was not 
to be as Lasoski ran out of laps in the non-stop affair. 
 
The win was the 10th career Knoxville victory for Richert, who guided the Marty Johnson Schnee to the $2,500 
finish line.  Radel finished a career best second, Lasoski claimed third, Mellenberndt fell to fourth and McCarl 
took fifth.  Rounding out the top ten finishers were John Kearney, Skip Jackson, Leonard Lee, Jaymie Moyle 
and Manny Rockhold. 
 
During the evening several special tributes were paid to Danny Young, who was killed at this track on 
Wednesday.  Track officials, drivers and crew members lined the entire front chute from turn four to turn one in 
a silent tribute during the pre-race prayer.  Additionally, drivers tied black ribbons to their roll cages to honor 
his loss and left the pole position of both feature events open as another gesture to him.

Knoxville, IA – Johnny Herrera captured his fourth feature event win of the season as he guided the Guy 
Forbrook Schnee to a $2,500 victory at Knoxville Raceway Saturday night. 
 
John Kearney grabbed the initial lead at the outset of the 20- lap event from his pole starting position.  Lap five 
saw Kearney slow in turns three and four with engine problems as Herrera shot by him and second running Skip 
Jackson for the lead. 
 
Herrera, who is the current point leader at Knoxville, began the event in the third row and had trailed the two 
front runners until he shot to the front.

Herrera Warms Up for Nationals with a Win at Knoxville

Knoxville, IA - Johnny Herrera surprised a huge crowd and a stellar field of sprint cars to capture the 20-lap 
feature event at Knoxville Raceway Saturday night. 
 
Herrera, who started 21st in a feature field of 24 cars, wasted no time in showing why the Guy Forbrook 
machine will be one of the favorites at next week's 35th annual Amoco Knoxville Nationals.  By lap six, the 
former World of Outlaws driver and previous week's winner had shot the Schnee chassis all the way to fifth 
position.  It was then that a caution flag slowed the Herrera charge, if only temporarily. 
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Front row starter Manny Rockhold had sped out to a 40-yard margin by the three-mile mark, as Gary Wright 
and Craig Dollansky slugged it out for the runner-up spot.  The caution flag on lap six forced a single file restart 
and Dollansky charged by for the top spot when the green flew once again.  Wright and Herrera also overtook 
the Rockhold mount and one lap later, Herrera was chasing Dollansky for the lead. 
 
As the laps began to count down, Herrera edged closer and closer to Dollansky as each driver ran within inches 
of the turn fences on a track that had become dry and slick.  On the 14th tour, Herrera show below the Dollansky 
machine in turns three and four and flew past the flagstand with the lead. 
 
Herrera failed to qualify for the feature through his heat race and was forced to do so by winning the B Feature.  
He collected $2,500 for taking his fifth Knoxville win of the season.  Dollansky closed the gap at the end, but 
had run out of laps to create a challenge and settled for second.  Wright fought off the advances of Terry 
McCarl as those two drivers finished third and fourth.  Lance Blevins drove a steady race to place fifth.  
Rounding out the top ten finishers were Rockhold, Jerry Richert, Jr., Jaymie Moyle, Randy Smith and Randy

Hillenburg Wins Nationals Opener for Second Straight Year

Andy Hillenburg’s sometimes disappointing 1995 season took an upward turn Wednesday when he won the 
Preliminary Feature at the 35th Annual Amoco Knoxville Nationals. 
 
It marked the second consecutive year that the World of Outlaws’ 1988 Rookie of the Year won the opening 
night’s main event. 
 
“We’re just happy to win,” Hillenburg said following his first victory since June 14th at Kokomo Speedway.  
“The Car was working well tonight.  Our engine was putting out good horsepower and the car was handling 
well.  With STP behind us, it makes things easier.” 
 
“We’ve been struggling lately.  We just came here with a new engine, but everything else was our regular 
equipment.  The crew has been working hard on the car, and tonight everything just came together for us.” 
 
Hillenburg, the seventh-fastest qualifier, finished third in the Second Snap-On Tools Heat Race.  Leading the 
final 10 laps in the Preliminary Feature gave him the early points lead in the race to the pole in Saturday’s 
nationally- televised championship race. 
 
Hillenburg started Wednesday’s 20- lap feature outside the third row and raced into third place as Skip Jackson 
burst into the lead from the outside pole during the opening lap. 
 
After following the leaders into lapped traffic during the fifth lap, Hillenburg had 11-time Nationals Champion 
Steve Kinser bearing down on him as he passed polesitter Jeff Shepard late in the 10th lap.  He took the lead 
with a low move into the second corner the next time around. 
 
Two laps later, Kinser and Shepard were challenging for the lead when both stopped in the second corner with 
mechanical problems. 
 
With Tim Lewis restarting between Hillenburg and Jackson, Andy raced away from the field as the green flag 
replaced the yellow.  He was 10 car lengths ahead of Jackson when the caution flag was displayed for debris on 
the track the next time around. 
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Lewis lined up between the leaders as the race resumed, and Hillenburg opened a 15 car- length lead within two 
laps as Jackson struggled to lap Lewis.  Hillenburg was a half straightaway ahead when Jackson finally made 
his way around Lewis with three laps remaining.  Andy crossed the finish line with Jackson racing through turn 
three. 
 
“The track was a little wet early, especially on the bottom,” Hillenburg said.  “They were trying to make the 
track a little wider for more passing.  We ironed in the bottom, and that’s where we ran the whole race.  We 
didn’t have a whole lot of lapped traffic to deal with, either.” 
 
Craig Dollansky, Steve Beitler and Stevie Smith finished third, fourth and fifth, respectively, with Randy 
Hannagan, Frankie Kerr, Steve Kent, “B” Feature winner Johnny Herrera and Brooke Tatnell rounding out the 
top ten. 
 
Hannagan, last year’s Rookie of the Nationals, was third-quick in the qualifying session and finished third in the 
Third Snap-On Tolls Heat Race.  He finished the opening night only two points behind Hillenburg in the race 
for the pole in the championship feature. 
 
Joe Gaerte, driving Ed Ulyate’s #3DB J&J for only the third time, earned his first EcoWater Fast-Time Award 
of the year by circling Knoxville’s famous semi-banked, ½-mile oval in 15.807 seconds.  Gaerte’s and crew 
chief Brian Sperry’s decision to remove the car’s radiator and nerf bars to make lighter paid off in qualifying.  
They weren’t as fortunate in the First Snap-On Tools Heat Race, however, as a first- lap collision with Lance 
Dewease knocked Gaerte out of the race.  He came back to win the “C” Feature, but his 11th-place run in the 
“B” kept him out of the evening’s main event.

“Dude” Takes Nationals’ Second Preliminary Feature

KNOXVILLE, IA (August 17) - When Thomas Wolfe wrote, You Can't Go Home Again, he didn't have Danny 
Lasoski in mind.  

"The Dude," admittedly struggling in the #77 Cornwell Tools J&J he started driving during the World of 
Outlaws' July 19th event at Knoxville Raceway, returned to the track where he won six championships 
Thursday and won the Amoco Knoxville Nationals' Preliminary Feature.  

"I've got to thank Al Hamilton and Cornwell Tools," Lasoski said in victory lane. "We've been struggling for 
the last month, but they stuck with me. They had faith that I'd learn how to drive.  

"We came out here tonight and struggled a little bit. But before the start of the feature, I just told the guys, 'I'm 
going to go out and do like I did last year, just go for it.'"  

Lasoski recorded the second-fastest qualifying lap and was the runner-up in the Second Snap-on Tools Heat 
Race. He started the evening's main event on the fourth row next to EcoWater Fast-Time Award winner Mark 
Kinser.  

In the Preliminary Feature, he raced past Joey Saldana and Steve Smith as Bobby Davis, Jr., took the lead late in 
the first lap.  

Sammy Swindell took the lead two laps later, and "The Dude" passed Davis for second place early in the fifth 
lap. Lasoski caught Swindell early in lap nine, and passed the 1983 Knoxville Nationals champion for first 
place deep in turn two. He caught the backmarkers later in the lap, and Jerry Richert, Jr., brought out the caution 
flag with a first-corner spin midway through the race.  

With Tim Monson restarting between the leaders, Lasoski raced away from the field as the race resumed. 
Swindell steered his #1 Hooters Gambler into the high groove and narrowed the gap quickly, however, catching 
Lasoski on the back straightaway during the 12th lap.  

After completing lap 12 side-by-side, Sammy raced past "The Dude" high on the back straightaway only to 
have Lasoski regain the lead in the fourth corner. "The Dude" caught the backmarkers again the next time 
around, and increased his lead in lapped traffic.  

Jeff Swindell, Sammy's younger brother, qualified a disappointing 35th-quick in the 71-car field, drove the 
#7TW Gold Eagle Maxim past 10 sprinters during the first 10 laps. Then, with another charge toward the front, 
Jeff passed Kinser with two laps remaining and Terry McCarl for third place deep in the second corner with the 
white flag flying.  

Lasoski beat Sammy under the checkered flag by eight car-lengths. Jeff finished main event in third place, 
ahead of McCarl and Kinser. Rounding out the top 10 were Davis, Paul McMahan, Ed Lynch, Jr., Shane Carson 
and Kevin Huntley.  
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Jac Haudenschild, the Second Preliminary Feature winner a year ago, somehow endured a nightmarish 
experience in his return to the Nationals. After qualifying eighth-quick, "The Wild Child" was involved in a 
four-car crash which damaged his front wing and broke a radius rod on the #22 Pennzoil Maxim early in the 
opening lap of the Third Snap-on Tools Heat Race. He raced back into fourth place, only to spin out late in the 
eighth lap. The caution gave Randy Tiner's crew a chance to replace his broken radius rod, return to the race and 
qualify for the pole position in the feature with a third-place run.  

Haudenschild won the "C" Feature for the opportunity to start at the rear of the "B." He blew past eight cars in 
the first three laps and was in sixth place with two laps remaining when he spun heading into turn three.  

Billy Pauch's Nationals ended even before the qualifying session started. The legendary modified champion 
suffered two fractured bones in his left arm when struck by debris during hot laps. He was scheduled to have 
surgery on the arm Friday in Des Moines.

'Wild Child,' Jeff Swindell Shine in Non-Qualifiers' Program

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KNOXVILLE, IA (August 18) - Jac Haudenschild and Jeff Swindell put the bad luck that hampered them in the 
preliminaries behind them and dominated Friday's Non-Qualifiers' Program at the 35th Annual Amoco 
Knoxville Nationals.  

"The Wild Child," winner of the Second Preliminary Feature a year ago, was forced into the Non-Qualifiers' 
Program when he was involved several incidents Thursday. He roared to victory in the First Heat Race, then 
won the Non-Qualifiers' Feature from outside the fifth row.  

Swindell rebounded from qualifying a disappointing 35th to earn the pole position in Saturday's "B" Feature by 
winning the Vivarin "B" Feature Scramble.  

After racing past five cars during the first 1 1/2 laps of the feature, Haudenschild passed Brent Kaeding, Brent 
Antill and Ryan Jamison on successive laps before taking the lead from polesitter Chad Mellenberndt deep in 
the second corner in lapped traffic early in the ninth lap.  

Haudenschild's move into first place seemed to be a signal for Greg Hodnett, Swindell's Two Winners Racing 
teammate, to charge toward the front. Like "The Wild Child," Hodnett made quick work of the 10 cars starting 
in front of him. He survived a close call late in the 10th lap when he allowed the #8TW Kele & Associates 
Maxim to bounce off the inside berm in turn four, then took over third place the next time around.  

Hodnett, the recipient of the Nationals' Hard Charger Award last year, passed Mellenberndt for the runner-up 
spot within seconds after Haudenschild caught the backmarkers again with five laps remaining. "The Wild 
Child" took the checkered flag with Hodnett racing into turn four.  

"The track got faster as it got tackier with rubber," Haudenschild said in victory lane. "I was watching Jeff in his 
Scramble race, and I decided to run like he did - low in one and two and high in three and four.  

"I couldn't have done this without the Pennzoil crew. The guys put in a lot of hours. They put new car together 
last night."  

Rickey Hood drove the #45x Avenger past Mellenberndt early in the final lap to claim third place. Rounding 
out the top 10 in the Non- Qualifiers' Feature were Antill, Kaeding, Terry Gray, Dean Jacobs, Jamison and 
Brian Paulus.  

Starting Vivarin's "B" Feature Scramble outside the fourth row, Swindell kept the #7TW Gold Eagle Maxim in 
the high groove early as he made his way toward the front of the 10-car field. He burst into third place with a 
daring move past Chris Walraven and Steve Kent in turn four late in the fourth lap, and victimized polesitter 
Fred Rahmer with a daring dive into the second corner for the lead three laps later.  

"I think we've had one of the fastest cars out here after we qualified so badly last night," Swindell said in victory 
lane.  

Johnny Herrera, the leader in Knoxville Raceway's weekly racing program, took the lead early in the opening 
lap and led all 10 laps in the Snap-on Tools "A" Feature Scramble.  

"When we started racing here at the first of year, I wasn't sure it would pay off at the Nationals, but it is," 
Herrera said.  

The $5,000 victory gave Herrera the second row outside starting position in Saturday's Amoco Knoxville 
Nationals' championship feature. Mark Kinser solidified the pole position in the $309,500 race by racing into 
second place from the back of the pack.  

Stevie Smith finished Snap-on Tools' "A" Feature Scramble in third place, ahead of Bobby Davis, Jr., Sammy 
Swindell, Danny Lasoski, Terry McCarl, Joey Saldana, Randy Hannagan and Andy Hillenburg.  
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Don Droud, Jr., won the EcoWater "C" Feature Scramble from outside the front row.

'King of the Outlaws' Rules Amoco Knoxville Nationals

KNOXVILLE, IA (August 19) - Although he didn't express it, the 35th Annual Amoco Knoxville Nationals' 
championship feature had to make Karl Kinser proud.  

After all, his son, Mark, and his former driver, Steve Kinser, led all 30 laps in the $309,500 race. Mark, whose 
#5M Wirtgen Maxim Karl owns and maintains, led the first 17 laps from the pole. Steve, who won 10 Nationals 
titles and 14 World of Outlaws championships with Karl as his car owner, steered his #11 Quaker State Maxim 
deep into the third corner to take the lead with 12 1/4 laps remaining on his way to the $100,000 victory.  

"It's a great feeling to win this race again, but I have to remember we had an awful good teacher," Kinser said 
following his second $100,000 triumph in as many weeks. "Our whole racing team, (crew chief) Scott (Gerken) 
and myself, was taught by Karl Kinser. We learned from the best. He taught us how to do things right, so we 
have to give him a lot of credit."  

After being televised on a tape-delayed basis for eight years, the Nationals' "C," "B" and "A" Feature races were 
shown live on TNN: The Nashville Network.  

Mark, who outscored the other 143 racers in the largest field in Nationals history, burst into the lead as flagman 
Doug Clark waved the green flag in the championship feature. He had almost completed the first lap when 
Sammy Swindell and Johnny Herrera collided entering the third corner, setting off a six-car crash. Severe 
damage to their cars kept Lee Brewer, Jr., and Craig Dollansky from restarting the race, while Herrera, Dale 
Blaney and Steve Beitler stopped on the track and were forced to restart at the back of the pack. Dollansky's left 
rear tire, jerked from the axle in the crash, almost hit Kinser's top wing as he raced past.  

Mark raced into the lead again as the race resumed, while Kinser took the high road around seven sprinters to 
move into seventh place during the opening lap. Mark was a half-straightaway ahead of six-time Knoxville 
Raceway champion Danny Lasoski and "B" Feature winner Dave Blaney was battling Steve for sixth place 
when Skip Jackson lost his muffler and brought out the caution flag late in the fourth lap.  

As the green flag replaced the yellow, the Kinser cousins were on the move again. Mark quickly increased his 
advantage while Steve rode the rim into second place by the end of the lap four. Mark was a half- straightaway 
ahead of Steve by the seventh lap, and caught the backmarkers two laps later.  
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Steve narrowed the gap in lapped traffic as Blaney raced into fourth place midway through the race. Steve 
caught Mark the next time around, and the cousins almost collided entering turn three late in the 16th lap.  

"The King of the Outlaws" returned to the high groove, then made a sharp left turn under Mark to take the lead 
in the third corner two laps later.  

"We never touched," Steve said in victory lane. "I got a run on him off two and I had to close him down going 
into three. I slipped by him and got down on the bottom to give myself a little breathing room. At that point, I 
wasn't making very good time in three and four, so I went back to the top. I started getting slow off two late in 
the race, and I thought I saw shadows of somebody passing me back. I don't know if that was a lapped car or 
what. All I know is, I'm here and that's all I care about."  

Once he took the lead, there was no passing the 11-time Nationals champion. Steve opened a half-straightaway 
lead within four laps as Blaney and Jeff Swindell challenged Mark for the runner-up spot.  

Swindell passed "The Buckeye Bullet" for third place with six laps remaining, only to have Blaney return the 
favor the next time around. Jeff had the Gold Eagle Maxim flying during the final five laps, and passed both 
Blaney and Mark late in the 28th lap. He was racing into turn four when Kinser took the checkered flag.  

"I was all over the place," Kinser said. "Coming out of turn two, I was just rubbing the wall all the way around. 
I had a good car, and I was wanting it awful bad. I could run high and low, but I was staying high because there 
were more cars running the bottom. If I could hold my own on the top, I was going to stay there because I had a 
clear race track."  

By winning the Nationals from the seventh row, Kinser tied a 33- year old record set by Jerry Richert, Sr., for 
the longest run to the championship.  

Mark, visibly disappointed by his third-place finish, said he should have "run different lines on the race track 
when I approached lapped traffic than sticking to my plan to run in the low groove all night. I couldn't have 
changed anything on the car to make it any faster."  

Blaney received the Wells Lamont Hard Charger Award for racing into fourth place from the 11th row. Lasoski 
finished fifth, ahead of Sammy Swindell, 23rd-starting Jac Haudenschild, Andy Hillenburg, Bobby Davis, Jr., 
and Stevie Smith.  

Sammy competed in a NASCAR SuperTruck race in Flemington, NJ, earlier in the evening, then flew across 
the country via jet, and arrived in Knoxville at 9:20 - a little more than an hour before the green flag fell in the 
main event.  

Haudenschild earned the Nationals' Hard Charger Award by winning the "C" Feature from the fifth row, 
passing 20 cars to finish third in the "B," and racing into seventh place from the back row in the championship 
feature. In all, he passed 44 cars in three races.  

Scott Whitworth breezed past Dave Ekern with two laps remaining to win the "E" Feature and Max Dumesny 
led all 12 laps to claim the "D" Feature.

Brent Antill chose the 42nd Season Championship to capture his first feature event win at Knoxville Raceway

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Antill, who started in the front row of the 20-lap race beside Jerry Richert, Jr., took the lead at the drop of the 
green flag and held that spot for two circuits.

Mark Kinser Wins Knoxville Feature

KNOXVILLE, IA (September 27) - Mark Kinser returned to the scene of the crime Wednesday night. He was 
back at Knoxville Raceway for the first time since suffering one of the most heartbreaking disappointments of 
his career.  

Mark put many of the bitter memories of losing the lead in the Amoco Knoxville Nationals behind him, 
however, by winning for the third time in four visits to Knoxville's hallowed semi-banked, 1/2- mile oval this 
year.  

"I'm glad to have my sponsors from Wirtgen here tonight," Mark said. "I wish they would come out more often. 
It seems like we win every time they come to watch me race.  

"I'd like to thank my dad (car owner and crew chief Karl Kinser) for giving me a perfect car tonight."  
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Mark opened the festivities by earning his 20th EcoWater Fast-Time Award of the year. His 15.374-second 
qualifying run was more than a quarter-of-a-second faster than Nationals champion Steve Kinser's quickest lap. 
He followed Terry McCarl, Sammy Swindell and Dave Blaney across the finish line in the Vivarin Dash, and 
started the 25- lap main event outside the second row.  

Swindell, winner of 13 World of Outlaws "A" Features at Knoxville, burst into the lead from the outside pole as 
the green flag fell in the main event. He rode the rim into turn one, and Terry McCarl raced past him in the low 
groove.  

Mark steered the #5M Wirtgen Maxim high into the fourth corner to pass Blaney for third place the next time 
around. McCarl was five car- lengths ahead of his closest pursuers when Mark raced around Swindell for the 
runner-up spot during the fifth lap.  

The leaders were catching the backmarkers the next time around when a steering problem caused Second Snap-
on Tools Heat Race winner Steve Beitler to hit the turn-three retaining wall. Scott Whitworth was unable to 
steer clear of the #21 and crashed into Beitler.  

The battle for second place resumed after the green flag replaced the red, with Mark gaining the advantage in 
turn four late in lap six. He took the lead with a low move into the fourth corner the next time around.  

McCarl was trying to return the favor when he jumped the cushion and his #24 McCroskey Chevrolet Maxim 
turned over in turn two early in the eighth lap.  

"I didn't come to run second," McCarl said after returning and finishing 19th. "I can't change the way I drive; 
I've got to be aggressive. I was diving under Mark and I turned the wheel a little bit. I crossed the middle of the 
track and just got the car loose."  

Kinser opened an eight-car- length advantage within two laps after the race resumed, and caught the 
backmarkers midway through the race. Swindell caught Mark as he slowed in heavy lapped traffic early in the 
14th lap, but was unable to pass him.  

"I made a little bit of a sour move," Kinser admitted after the race. "I wasn't really high, and I wasn't really low. 
I just got in a place where you don't want to be. He (Sammy) had a good shot at me."  

Swindell had a similar description of his near-pass, saying, "He just slid across there and really slowed down. I 
wasn't really in the right place to get by him. I was having a little trouble getting off the corner myself."  

Blaney, the leader in the Skoal Outlaw Series point standings, started battling Swindell for the runner-up spot 
two laps later, allowing Mark to return to his five-car-length comfort zone.  

Sammy made another run at Mark deep in the first corner early in the 17th lap, but the lapped traffic proved too 
dense for him to take the lead.  

Mark ran away from the 24-car field during the final six laps, opening a 10-car-length advantage by lap 19. He 
was 20 car- lengths ahead with four laps remaining, and lapped up to 13th place by the time he took the 
checkered flag with a half-straightaway to spare.  

"I'd been trying to run the bottom all night - in the heat race and in the dash - so I had a pretty good line there," 
Kinser said. "But one lap I'd hit it, and one lap I'd miss it. I just had to hang with it to make it work."  

Sammy held off "The Buckeye Bullet" to record the Swindell brothers' third straight second-place finish in a 
World of Outlaws "A" Feature at Knoxville. Rounding out the top 10 were Steve Kinser, Danny Lasoski, 1995 
Knoxville Raceway champion Johnny Herrera, Jac Haudenschild, Andy Hillenburg, Jeff Swindell and Stevie 
Smith.  
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Greg Hodnett received his seventh Wells Lamont Hard Charger Award of the year after racing into 12th place 
from inside the 10th row.
