SKIP JACKSON TAKES KNOXVILLE SEASON OPENER

KNOXVILLE, IOWA (APRIL 18) - Defending Knoxville Raceway track champion Skip Jackson captured the
45th Season Opener at Knoxville Raceway Saturday night.

The early portion of the 20-1ap feature event was an amazing contest between Jeff Mitrisin and John Sernett
which lasted to the half-way point. At that portion of the race Mitrisin was leading Sernett by thirty yards as
they began to enter heavy lap traffic. Jackson, who had made a methodical march through the field of sprinters
caught the front runners and was quickly by the Sernett vehicle. On lap fourteen Mitrisin and Jackson stormed
by the flagstand side-by side but Jackson utilized the low groove to pull away from the Mitrisin machine and
gain the lead.

Jackson, who claimed his 6th career feature event win in the Serace Inc sprinter, took the $2,500 checkered flag
as Mitrisin exited turn four. Mitrisin claimed second, Don Droud, Jr. was third, Terry McCarl took fourth and
Sernett salvaged fifth. Rounding out the top ten finishers were Marlon Jones, Leonard Lee, Kenny Hansen,
Manny Rockhold and Jaymie Moyle.

In the O'Reilly Auto Parts Hard Chargers (360 sprints), Doran Doty claimed his initial feature event win. Doty
led the entire 15-1aps for the $1,000 victory. Randy Martin was second, Mike Brooks took third and David
Hesmer claimed fourth. Thirty-six 360 sprints and thirty-three 410 sprints competed during the evening.

KNOXVILLE, IOWA - (May 2) - It took eight days for Jac Haudenschild to sweep to a double-header victory
at Knoxville Raceway Saturday night. Haudenschild roared to a Pennzoil World of Outlaws (WOO) Spring
Opener win after the event had been postponed from one week ago due to inclement weather. The Ohio native
additionally took the preliminary feature on Friday of the previous week.

Haudenschild began the 25-1ap event from the pole position and pulled to an immediate lead with Danny
Lasoski in tow. Fellow row-one starter Sammy Swindell got off to an unusually poor start and fell severd
positions behind as Mark Kinser, Stevie Smith, Dale Blaney and Steve Kinser al got by the Swindell machine.

The initia start sasw WOO star Andy Hillenburg hit the first turn fence. He was unable to restart in the heavily
damaged sprinter.

The first two miles of the race saw Lasoski chase Haudenschild very closely until a near-disastrous spinin turn
four of lap four. Haudenschild was then able to pull away from the pack of cars as he ran al portions of the
half- mile oval but seemed to prefer the high side when that area of the track was available.

Lap thirteen saw Mark Kinser close dramatically and come within five car-lengths of the Haudenschild machine
in heavy lap traffic. But Kinser's progress was slowed and he fell back after getting behind a backmarker. Again
on the 18th circuit Kinser drove to within feet of Haudenschild and on the next go around dove under
Haudenschild's Pennzoil machine to take the lead in the first and second turns. The top spot was short lived
however as Haudenschild roared back into the point position and again pulled away from his nearest

competitor.

At the checkered flag Haudenschild claimed his 13th career win here in a race which went flag to flag in track
record time.

Lap fourteen saw side by side racing with Jackson finally taking the point on the fifteenth go around but a
yellow flag brought the chase and pass to a halt and on the restart Jackson had to line up behind the Barry Lewis
owned machine. On the restart Jackson again took the lead but a three-car skirmish near the pit gate forced
another yellow flag which relegated Jackson back to the second place position.

When the race resumed Madsen was able to fend off the Jackson challenge until 1ap twenty-one when Jackson
dove low in turn three to take the lead. But wait, the yellow flag came out for a spun car and for the final time
Jackson's pass did not count. The final five laps saw Madsen control the top spot and take his initial feature
event win here as well as a check for $3,000.

In victory lane avery excited Madsen told the large grandstand crowd that he was indeed a very lucky man to
have beat Skip Jackson on this night. Third place went to Don Droud, Jr. who started on the tail of the event
after transferring from the B Main. Droud's problems began after he flipped in his qualifying heat race when a
front axel broke.

Haudenschild Dominates Ethanol Classic Opener

KNOXVILLE, IA (July 3) - Jac Haudenschild extended his winning streak at Knoxville Raceway to three when
the Pennzoil World of Outlaws Series opened the Third Annual lowa Ethanol Classic at the legendary semi-
banked, 1/2-mile oval Friday.

Haudenschild, who swept the feature races when the series visited "The Home of the Nationals' in late April
and early May, led al 20 laps in the Preliminary Feature. He also extended his streak of top-four finishes since
returning from a shoulder injury and changing crew members to nine.

"The Pennzoil Maxim has been working really good lately," Haudenschild said. "I've had a whole new crew
these last nine races, and they've just made the car great to drive. We're having a lot of fun, and hopefully, well
come back and do this two more timestomorrow."

Haudenschild, the fifthfastest qualifier in the 47-car field, earned the right to start the Preliminary Feature
outside the front row by following Johnny Herrera across the finish line in the Channellock Dash.

Jac steered the #22 Pennzoil Maxim into the high groove in the fourth corner as the green flag fell in the
evening's main event and won a front-straightaway drag race to take the lead. Herrera took the low line through
turns one and two in an effort to pass Haudenschild, but was unable to surge ahead.

Herrera drove the #47 Casey's General Stores Maxim deep into the first and second corners two laps later, but
Haudenschild was equal to the challenge. Jac opened a 1.05-second advantage as 11- time Amoco Knoxville
Nationals champion Steve Kinser challenged Herrera for second place four laps into the race.

Haudenschild was 1.6 seconds ahead of Herrera when he entered lapped traffic early in the seventh lap. Sammy
Swindell took the low line through turn one to pass Kinser for third place a split- second later.

Haudenschild was 1.5 seconds ahead of his closest pursuers midway through the race. Swindell steered his #1
Channellock Stealth into the high groove in the second and fourth corners during the 12th lap, but was unable to
pass Herrera.

"The King of the Outlaws" joined the battle for second place the next time around, and raced nose-to-tail with
Herreraand Swindell.

Vivarin Fast-Time Award winner Mark Kinser drove the #5M Wirtgen Maxim into the low groove between
turns one and two early in the 15th lap, but was unable to pass Stevie Smith for fifth.

Herrera, the 1996 Knoxville Raceway track champion, narrowed the gap to .7 seconds in dense lapped traffic
with five laps remaining.

Steve Kinser and Swindell exchanged third place during the fina four laps. Kinser took the inside line through
turn four and drove his #11 Quaker State Maxim past Sammy on the front stretch early in lap 17. Swindell
regained the position two laps later with alow move through the first and second corners.
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Haudenschild broke out of lapped traffic during the final lap and took the checkered flag with 2.592 seconds to
gpare. His fastest lap was clocked at 16.721 seconds. Sixteen of the 24 carsin the field finished on the lead |ap.

Sammy and Steve claimed the final two automatic starting positions in Saturday's Channellock Dash by
finishing third and fourth. Smith held off Pennzoil World of Outlaws Series points leader Mark Kinser for fifth
place. Completing the top 10 in the Preliminary Feature were Danny Lasoski, Joe Gaerte, Skip Jackson and
18th-starting Andy Hillenburg.

Craig Dollansky, who left the Mopar team after the Eagle Nationals, made his debut in Howie Gleason's #21G
sprinter and won the Second Racing Champions Heat Race. He finished 18th in the Preliminary Feature.

Greg Hodnett, the runner-up in last year's Amoco Knoxville Nationals championship feature, spun into the
outside retaining wall early in the First Racing Champions Heat Race. His crew was unable to repair the
extensive rear-end damage to the #11H Vivarin Eagle, so Hodnett was unable to compete in any of the feature
races. Haudenschild's second Preliminary Feature victory of the season pushed him to within three points of
Hodnett in their battle for 12th place in the Pennzoil World of Oulaws Series point standings. WoO

KNOXVILLE, IOWA - (July 4) - Jac Haudenschild and Steve Kinser each scored feature event victoriesin the
Pennzoil World of Outlaws lowa Ethanol Classic at Knoxville Raceway Saturday Night. Haudenschild's win
was a WoO feature event and Kinser scored hiswin in areverse order of that first feature event.

In the first lowa Ethanol Classic feature Johnny Herrera took the lead at the drop of the green flag but
Haudenschild would not be denied the point position and grabbed the top spot on the fourth circuit. He was able
to create a small cushion until Sammy Swindell made a pass of Herrera and caught Haudenschild's Jack Eldon
Maxim as the race proceeded to the half-way mark. It was at this point that a yellow flag was displayed for the
spun-out machine of Terry McCarl.
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On the restart and the ensuing laps Jac and Sammy displayed a classic battle for the lead as they utilized all
portions of the half-mile oval. At times one would take the low line and the other would go to the top, the next
lap would see the roles reversed. With the track in a dry-slick condition Haudenschild was unable to pull away
from the Swindell machine. All the while Stevie Smith who was using the top all the way around was gaining
on the two front runners.

As the two lead sprinters entered the 19th circuit Haudenschild's line took him to the high side of turn two and
for two laps running Swindell was able to pull aong side him there. On lap 22 Swindell made a pass at that spot
and took the lead. Smith was now within striking distance and Danny Lasoski had caught fire and was into the
fray aswell.

On the twenty-third circuit Haudenschild regained the lead in lapped traffic and the large crowd rose to their
feet as Swindell, Smith and Lasoski formed a trio for the runner up position. The next lap saw Lasoski take
second with alow groove move with Swindell and Smith arear.

At the finish Haudenschild took the $10,000 Checkered flag just in front of Smith with Swindell following
closely and Lasoski fading to fourth. Herrera was fifth. Rounding out the top ten finishers of the third annual
classic were Dale Blaney, Steve Kinser, Scott Whitworth, Donny Schatz and Andy Hillenburg. Current
Pennzoil WoO point leader Mark Kinser dropped from the event on the eighth lap with engine problems.

KNOXVILLE, IOWA - (July 22) Heis perfect at Knoxville this year in Pennzoil World of Outlaws competition
and Wednesday night at the Marion County fairgrounds Jac Haudenschild showed why he will be the odds on
favorite to take the 38th annual Amoco Knoxville Nationals as he won a 25-1ap blanket finish at this fabled
half- mile dirt track.

When Lasoski finally entered lapped traffic on the 16th lap he had
forged a huge lead in the race.

During lap eighteen Lasoski moved into heavy backmarkers and this allowed Haudenschild close the distance
rapidly. Four laps later only five car lengths seperated the front runners.

When the white flag flew Lasoski went low in turns one and two while Haudenschild took the high route which
was completely free of traffic. Asthey roared into the final two turns both drivers guided their sprinters to the
tall fence with Haudenschild right on the back bumper of the the Lasoski machine. When they exited the fourth
turn Haudenschild dove low and pulled along side Lasoski. The drag race down the front straight away in front
of 10,000 fans saw a blanket finish with Haudenschild in the Jack Eldon sprinter nosing out Lasoski by no more
than the length of a front bumper. The win was Haudenschildis fifth here this season and paid the Ohio driver
$7,000 for his efforts.

Lasoski, afavorite at this oval, graciously accepted his runnerup finish while Steve Kinser came in a distant
third. Sammy Swindell took fourth while Mark Kinser a twenty-fifth position starter took passisng honors to
place fifth. Kinseris tail-end start came about as he scratched his third-row starting position and took a WoO
provisionsal to gain entry into the field of 26 cars.

KNOXVILLE, lowa (August 1) - Gary Wright had the iright stuffi at Knoxville Raceway Saturday night when
he captured the 8th annual O'Reilly Auto Parts 360 Nationals. The event was the third day of an American
Sprint Car Series (ASCS) sanctioned event.

Wright, who began the 25-lap event on the pole position by virtue of his top points total, survived two yellow
flags and one red stoppage to capture the $6,000 to-win-race. He remarked in victory lane that the car had been
successful in 21 out of 33 feature race events this season.

The beginning of the race saw Wright take the lead with fellow ASCS competitor Terry Gray chasing himin the
runnerup spot. Wright drove the high side of the half-mile oval while Gray gave chase on the low goove.
Following closely were Randy Martin, Larry Pinegar, Brooke Tatnell and the defending champion David
Hesmer.

Lap four saw Tatnell take the runnerup spot as Pinegar gained third and Gray slipped to fourth. Hesmer claimed
fifth and Martin began to fade to sixth.

With eight laps in the books Hesmer spun his sprinter in turn two and stopped while running fourth. He was
relegated to the tail on the restart.

On the restart Pinegar and Tatnell traded positions several times with Tatnell finally assuming the chase
position of Wright. Danny Wood and Brent Antill each got by Gray to gain fourth and fifth respectively.

As the leaders flew by the flagstand after a dozen laps the red flag was displayed for a three-car skirmish in turn
four as Gray and seventh running Doran Doty came together and caught Martin as well. Gray and Martin
restarted but Doty was unable to make repairs.

When the race resumed Pinegar made a successful pass of Tatnell but was unable to do the same with Wright.
The Texan held his line on the top of the oval as Pinegar forged atrail low. Wright again began to pull away but
Pinegar again reeled him in as they hit heavy lapped traffic on the twentieth go around.

As the laps wound down Tatnell banged the backstretch wall and fell back, never again able to cut into the
Pinegar margin. On the final lap Pinegar made one final bid but the gap was too great and Wright took the
checkers by ten car lengths over the Des Moines driver. Pinegar received $3,000 for his finish. Tatnell, one of
two Australians to make this race was third with Wood fourth and Antill fifth. Rounding out the top ten
finishers were Bill Wilburn, Daryn Pittman and Jason Sides each of whom transfered out of the B Main, Ronald
Laney and Paul White.

The E Main went to Bill Boles, Mike Trent took the D Main, Bruce Williams was the victor in the C Main and
Pittman won the B Main. Additionally, a full program of 410 sprints competed as a companion event.

KNOXVILLE, lowa (August 8) - Gary Wright made al the "right moves' as he took the pre-Amoco Knoxville
Nationals warm up at Knoxville Raceway Saturday night. It was Wright's second feature event win at the
Marion County Fairgrounds this season in addition to his 360 Nationals championship claimed here one week

ago.

At the outset of the 20-1ap race, pole sitter Travis Cram grabbed the lead as he held Skip Jackson at bay for two
circuits of the half-mile oval. Cram slowed dramatically going down the backstretch on the third lap while
Jackson shot by for the lead. The yellow was displayed as Cram dropped from the event with mechanical
problems.

On the restart Jackson forged a huge lead as he roared unimpeded on the cushion of the track. Wright, who
started beside Jackson in the second row began to gain on the Australian as the front runners hit lapped traffic at
the eight-lap mark. The following lap Jackson and Wright came across the stripe side by side with Jackson
having a dlight edge.

Lap after lap saw Jackson able to fend off the Wright assault as never more than four car lengths separated the
two machines. Whenever Wright pulled close Jackson was able to put a lapped car between them.

When the white flag was issued for the final lap the two cars once again charged by the finish line side by side
with heavy lapped traffic in front of them. Coming out of turn two Jackson was slowed by a backmarker ard
that was all Wright needed as he popped a huge "wheseli€" to pass Jackson on the low side for the lead.

At the finish line Jackson trailed Wright by only afew car lengths as fifth row starter Ronnie Day took third.
Fast qualifier Greg Hodnett took fourthand tail-end starter Terry McCarl took passing honors to claim fifth.
Rounding out the top ten finishers were Don Droud, Jr., Scott Whitworth, Randy Anderson, Peter Murphy and
Dennis Moore, Jr.

Wright, an American Sprint Car Series points leader, said in victory lane that he had driven most of the race
without brakes. He was paid $2,500 for the win.

David Hesmer continued his winning ways as he claimed the O'Rellly Auto Parts 360 sprints feature, his sixth
win of the season. He was followed to the finish line by Duane Van Heukelom, Doran Doty, Mike Brooks and
Jeff Haines.

38th Annual Amoco K noxville Nationals

KNOXVILLE, IA (August 12) - The Amoco Knoxville Nationals can make or break ateam's season. A strong
or poor performance in the Pennzoil World of Outlaws Series premier event can leave along-lasting
impression.

Two drivers whose seasons were going in opposite directions before the 38th Annual Amoco Knoxville
Nationals opened Wednesday at Knoxville Raceway took dramatic turns. Jeff Swindell, whose engine woes
have him battling to stay in the top 10 in the Pennzoil World of Outlaws Series point standings, led all 20 laps
in the Preliminary Feature. Mark Kinser, who opened the Nationals only 44 points out of first place in the
standings, had problems that kept him from qualifying for the feature race.

Swindell, the 21st-fastest qualifier in the 69-car field, received the luxury of starting the Preliminary Feature on
the pole when 13 drivers who recorded faster qualifying times failed to qualify through the Racing Champions
Heat Races.

Kinser, the 1996 Nationals champion, received the Vivarin Fast-Time Award for pacing the qualifying session
with a 15.518-second lap around the legendary semi-banked, 1/2- mile oval. He finished sixth in the First Racing
Champions Heat Race, however, and was running second midway through the "B" Feature when engine
problems in the #5M Wirtgen Maxim allowed three cars to pass him.

Andy Hillenburg, who started next to Swindell on the front row in the Preliminary Feature, fell behind as the
green flag fell but caught him between turns one and two early in the opening lap. Swindell was a half-
straightaway ahead when he entered |apped traffic during lap six, but lost it when Len Thompson spun in the
second corner two laps later.

Swindell controlled the restart, but Hillenburg caught him early in lap 11. Hillenburg drove his #2 J& Jlow in
the first corner and took the lead momentarily the next time around, only to have Swindell pass him back in turn
two. The leaders raced wheel-to-wheel through the first and second corners the next time around, but Hillerburg
was unable to surge ahead.

"My guys came out before the yellow and gave me the signal we had a good lead,” Swindell said. "but that all
goes away under the caution.”

Radio communications between the teams and their drivers is prohibited at the Nationals.

"Andy got agood run on mein two and it got really close there one time. We ran each other cleanand never
touched, and then | never really heard from him again.”

Skip Jackson and Racing Champions Heat Race winners Sammy Swindell and Danny Lasoski passed
Hillenburg during the next three laps. Jackson, the defending Knoxville Raceway champion, caught Swindell
with four laps remaining. The leaders raced side-by-side through the first and second corners early in lap 17.
Jackson brought the partisan crowd to its feet when he made another run at Swindell in turns three and four late
in the fina lap, but was three car-lengths behind the #104+ Octane Boost J& J at the checkered flag.

"We have a brand new Earl Gaerte engine in the car,” Jeff said. "He's been really helping us out with the Fords
and | think it's a much stronger piece now. | hate to say it, but we do have a Chevy in tonight.

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Dale Blaney, who claimed the $100,000 first prize at "The Historic Big One" only four days before, made a late
pass in the "B" Feature to make it into the main event, then drove the #93 Amoco J&J past 14 carsto finish in
eighth place.

38th Annual Amoco Knoxville Nationals

KNOXVILLE, IA (August 13) - Steve Kinser took a big step toward his 12th Amoco Knoxville Nationals
championship Thursday by dominating the Second Preliminary Program at Knoxville Raceway.

Kinser, whose crew changed the magneto in his#11 Quaker State Maxim before the qualifying session,
recorded the sixth-fastest time in the 71-car field. He won the First Racing Champions Heat Race from inside
the fifth row and led the final 12 1/2 laps to win the Second Preliminary Feature. He scored 490 points, the most
among the 140-car field in the preliminary programs.
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Barring atota collapse in Friday's "A" Scramble, Kinser's dominating performance Thursday assured him of his
12th front-row start in Amoco K noxville Nationals competition.

"We got alittle bit loose out there, but we won the heat and the feature," Steve said. "We got ourselvesin a
position to get a shot to win Saturday. That's what we wanted to do tonight.”

"The King of the Outlaws" had his way in the First Racing Champions Heat Race, passing five cars during the
first 1ap and taking the lead two laps later. He started outside the second row in the Preliminary Feature and
passed Third Racing Champions Heat Race winner Garry Brazier as Greg Hodnett burst into the lead from the
pole.

Outside polesitter Donny Schatz battled Hodnett for three laps before winning a front-straightaway drag race to
take the lead at the end of the fourth lap.

Kinser took over second place with a back-stretch pass of Hodnett midway through lap six. He caught Schatz a
lap later, and passed him for the lead with alow move out of the second corner early in the eighth lap.

Former Knoxville Raceway champion Johnny Herrera passed Hodnett on the front straightaway for third place
the next time around.

Kinser, who last won the Amoco Knoxville Nationals in 1995, opened a half- straightaway lead during lap 13.
He maintained a comfortable advantage until he took the checkered flag.

"We had the car alittle loose in qualifying, got it pretty good for the heat race and left if done in the feature,”
Kinser said. "Thisisnice, but if | can get back here Saturday night I'll be smiling a lot more than | am right
now."

Schatz held off the hard-charging Herrera for second place. Brazier finished fourth, ahead of Jac Haudenschild,
Hodnett, Paul McMahan, Vivarin Fast- Time Award winner Kenny Jacobs, Tim Shaffer and 18th-starting Larry
Neighbors.

Haudenschild drove the #22 Pennzoil Maxim past McMahan and Jacobs during the final three laps to claim
second place in the 38th Annual Amoco Knoxville Nationals point standings.

Jacobs received his first Vivarin Fast-Time Award of the season for pacing the qualifying session with a
15.611-second, 115.303-m.p.h. lap around the legendary semi-banked, 1/2-mile oval.

Stevie Smith, the runner-up to Kinser in the 1993 Amoco Knoxville National s championship feature, was only
the 26th fastest qualifier. His crew, headed by his father, Steve, changed the engine in the #19 Ingersoll- Rand
Black Bandit after time trias, but still finished fifth in the First Racing Champions Heat Race. He made a late
run in the "B" Feature to claim the final qualifying position in the evening's main event. He started outside the
11th row in the Preliminary Feature and raced into 14th place.

Tyler Walker, the 1996 Rookie of the Nationals, won the "B" Feature then passed eight cars to finish 13th in the
Preliminary Feature.

Haudenschild Earns Pole in Nationals Main Event

KNOXVILLE, IA (August 14) - The 1998 Amoco Knoxville Nationals will be remembered as one of the most
competitive in the event's first 38 years. Friday's Pennzoil World of Outlaws Series "A" Scramble served
further notice there's no clear-cut favorite to claim the $100,000 first prize.

All of the evening's action was televised live on TNN: The Nashville Network.

Jac Haudenschild, whose five-feature winning streak at Knoxville Raceway was snapped Thursday, emerged as
the polesitter in Saturday's championship feature with his second runner-up finish in as many nights. He, along
with "A" Scramble winner Sammy Swindell and Danny Lasoski passed previous points leader Steve Kinser,
who was involved in the second first-1ap crash of the 12- lap race. Jeff Swindell won the opening night
Preliminary Feature, but didn't score enough points to qualify for the"A" Scramble.

"It helped us to lose those guys in front of us," Sammy, who gained five starting positions with the $5,000
victory. "We made alot of changes and went in alittle different direction. My guys did a great job on the
Channellock car tonight. I'm blessed to have these guys.

"I just thank want to thank the Lord for giving us a good race and helping us get through those crashes.”
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Swindell, who started outside the second row, avoided two incidents involving Garry Brazier. Brazier's collision
with Dale Blaney sent the #93 Amoco J& J flipping into the outside wall in the second corner within seconds
after the green flag fell.

Brazier restarted on the pole, but spun as he tried to keep Swindell from taking the lead in turn two and collided
with Kenny Jacobs. Both cars flipped and were towed into the pit area. Kinser's #11 Quaker State Maxim
suffered a broken front wing and top wing side panel. He restarted at the rear of the field and eventually
finished seventh.

Swindell executed a daring inside move in the second corner to pass both Haudenschild and Paul McMahan
early in the ninth lap and held on to win the "A" Scramble.

"| feel redly good and the crew has the Pennzoil car working really good," Jac said. "Jack Elden has given us
all the best equipment, so | think we're going to have something for them this year (in the championship
feature).”

McMahan finished third, ahead of Jeff Shepard, Lasoski, Donny Schatz, Kinser, Blaney and Jacobs.
Don Droud, Jr., won the "B" Scramble, while Travis Whitney was the winner of the "C" Scramble.

Craig Dollansky, winner of Friday's Non-Qualifiers "A" Feature, and two-time Kele & Associates
Australian/American Challenge Dash champion Skip Jackson also picked up momentum heading into
Saturday's championship program.

Dollansky, who finished seventh in the main event last year, survived an early scare during the second lap and
passed polesitter Jeff Mitrisin six laps later on his way to claiming the $3,000 first prize in the "A" Feature.

Lasoski Wins Amoco Knoxville Nationals

KNOXVILLE, IA (August 15) - "I'd give up every dollar I've ever made just to take that trophy home tonight,”
Danny Lasoski said as he strapped himsalf in the #83 Beef Packers Eagle before the 38th Annual Amoco
Knoxville Nationals championship Saturday.

Later in the evening, as he stood in victory lane with the Amoco Knoxville Nationals trophy in sight, giving up
10 Pennzoil World of Outlaws Series victories, seven Knoxville Raceway championships and 68 feature
victories at his home track didn't seem enough.

"Wedid it, we did it," Lasoski yelled in victory lane. "I love this. Thisis great. Thisis the greatest day of my
life."

"The Dude" pulled off the move of his life early in the final lap, racing through the low groove in the second
corner to pass 1983 Amoco Knoxville Nationals champion Sammy Swindell for the $100,000 first prize. He
took a Polish victory lap, reminiscent of the late Alan Kulwicki after taking the checkered flag. TNN: The
Nashville Network televised al the action, including the fairy-tail ending, to fans across the country.

Lasoski, who started inside the second row, battled Swindell throughout the final 20 laps of the main event. Had
it not been for afirst-1ap flip by Fred Rahmer, Lasoski might have led all 30 laps. After polesitter Jac
Haudenschild led the 24-car field into turn one as the green flag fell at the beginning of the main event, "The
Dude" passed Sammy Swindell on the front straightaway and Haudenschild on the back stretch. The red flag
was waving by the time the leaders reached the finish line, however, and the race was completely restarted.
Lasoski pounded his steering wheel when he coasted into the pit area during the red period.

Haudenschild drove the #22 Pennzoil Maxim into the lead again as the green flag replaced the red, only to have
Swindell pass him low in the second corner for the lead.

Swindell, whose #1 Channellock Stealth was strong in the low groove, was increasing his advantage when Tyler
Walker spun between turns one and two early in the third lap.

Haudenschild took the high line into the lead as the race resumed, only to have Swindell race past him deep in
the second corner. Jac kept the #22 on the rim, but was unable to keep pace with Swindell who raced in the low
groove of the semi-banked, 1/2-mile oval at an average speed of 105-m.p.h. early. They switched lines just
seconds before Sammy's brother, Jeff, took the #104+ Octane Boost J& J for a spin in turn two during lap eight.

Swindell, racing in his 25th Amoco Knoxville Nationals, controlled the ensuing restart as Lasoski challenged

Haudenschild for second. "The Dude" passed Haudenschild early in the 11th lap, the took the lead with alow,
fourth-corner move past Swindell the next time around.
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Less than two car-lengths separated the leaders as they raced in lapped traffic during the next three laps. Tim
Shaffer stopped the #11H Vivarin Eagle in the fourth corner late in the 16th lap, giving the leaders a clear track
and tightening the field.

Lasoski stayed in the low groove to control the restart while Swindell returned to the high line. Danny and
Sammy raced wheel- to-wheel for much of the next five laps, and caught the backmarkers again during lap 22.

Swindell almost hit the outside wall in the fourth corner three laps later, but managed to catch Lasoski within a
lap in dense traffic. Sammy regained the lead with a high move through turn two as "The Dude" had problems
passing Gary Wright early in the 28th lap.

Only four car- lengths separated Swindell, Lasoski and Haudenschild as the white flag fell. "The Dude" executed
the winning pass in turn two when Sammy was unable to keep the #1 in the low groove.

"Sammy got by me, but | think he got into one a little heated,” Lasoski said. "If you missed the bottom, you did
out, and we got by him.

"When he got by me, it was all | could do to keep from getting excited and blowing it all. I didn't know how
many laps were left and | saw the white (flag) and | said, 'Oh my, what are we going to do now? He went too
high in two and | dipped under him and made sure | covered the last 1ap.

"I owethisal to my crew - Jimmy Carr, Mark Ellis and Brian Brown."

Haudenschild passed Swindell in the fourth corner to claim second place and was .752 seconds behind Lasoski
at the checkered flag. Donny Schatz used a smilar move in turn four to pass 11- time Nationals champion Steve
Kinser for fourth. Completing the top 10 in the 38th Annual Amoco Knoxville Nationals championship feature
were Andy Hillenburg, "B" Feature winner Mark Kinser, 24th-starting Stevie Smith, Johnny Herrera and Kenny
Jacobs.

Daryn Pittman, who finished 16th in the "B" Feature, received the Rookie of the Nationals award.

After being named 1997 Knoxville Nationals
Rookie of the Y ear, Randy Anderson had fallen short of the honor until Saturday night when he swept to his
first feature event win at this historic race track.

Anderson, who started the 20- lap event from the pole position, jumped to the lead with Matt Moro trailing.
Early cautions on laps four and five slowed the field but Anderson was able to withstand any restart challenges.

Don Droud, Jr., asixth row starter, had begun to roar into top five contention after the second caution flag.

Droud had earlier in the evening become the first driver in Knoxville Raceway history to time alap below
fifteen seconds as he set anew time trial track record of 14.934.
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When the yellow flag was once again displayed on the ninth Iap, Droud was solidly in fifth place, but the
ensuing restart saw a puff of smoke emit from the Burger King sprinter.

As the laps wound down Anderson secured a cushion between himself and Moro in lapped traffic and when the
youngster took hisinitial checkered flag, the second running Moro was exiting the fourth turn. Smith claimed a
close third place with Grimes holding fourth and Droud finishing fifth. Rounding out the top ten finishers were
Scott Whitworth, Leonard Lee, Tony Norem, Jaymie Moyle and Brent Antill.

Skip Jackson, the current points leader in the 410 sprint division, lost an engine and was unable to start the
feature.

Terry McCarl claimed the 1st annual Knoxville Dirt Digest Dash For Cash, a race featuring the top eight drivers
as voted throughout the season by the fans.

In the O'Reilly Auto Parts Hard Chargers, Randy Martin captured a lucky thirteenth career feature event win in
that 360 sprint division. David Hesmer roared from an 18th starting position to place second, Jerry Crabb was
third, Terry Alexander took fourth and early race leader Larry Weeks finished fifth .

KNOXVILLE, lowa (September 5) - 1t was 1954 when Johnny Baker captured the first season championship at
Knoxville Raceway. Saturday night Skip Jackson and David Hesmer added their names to the record books as
each driver successfully defended his track title in racing action at the Marion County Fairgrounds.

Jackson made it look easy in the 410 sprint feature as he came from a fourth row start to grab a seventh lap lead
in the 25-1ap season finale.

Don Droud, Jr., who again covered the field in qualifying time trials, drove a steady
race to gain the runner-up spot on the thirteenth go around, but was unable to make a dent in the huge Jackson
lead.

As Jackson took the $3,000 checkered flags, Droud was negotiating turn four and within seconds came across
the stripe to finish second. Travis Cram, who held the third spot from the third Iap, remained in that position at
the finish. Fourth went to Brent Antill and Leonard Lee claimed fifth. Rounding out the top ten finishers were
Kerry Madsen, Nelson, Dennis Moore, Jr., Manny Rockhold and Tony Norem.

Brett Golik took a late race lead in the 20-1ap 360 O'REILLY Auto Parts Hard Chargers Season Championship
to gain hisfirst win at Knoxville Raceway. He collected $1,500 for his efforts. Closely trailing Golik at the
checkered was David Hesmer, who had stormed from a sixteenth starting position to gain the runner-up finish.
The finish insured Hesmer of arepeat to his track title here. Doran Doty, who led the event until aneighteenth
lap restart took third, Steve Wares claimed fourth and Randy Martin was fifth.

Yellow flags on laps four and twelve wiped out the margin McCarl had accumulated and on the restart after lap
twelve Droud took the point as McCarl settled-in for the chase to the finish.

A yellow flag on lap 18 again bunched the cars and on the restart McCarl challenged Droud for the top spot but
was unable to take that position. Brent Antill, who had been running in third place made a charge at McCarl and
suddenly the battle was for second rather than first.

With the laps winding down on the 25-1ap event McCarl began to show that he still had something left for
Droud. As Droud hit lapped traffic on the white flag lap, McCarl pulled ever closer and when the two drivers hit
the finish line no more than a car- length separated the two sprinters.

Droud received $4,000 for his efforts and his fourth career win here. McCarl took home $2,000 for the runner-

up position. Antill claimed third, Dennis Moore, Jr. took fourth and Danny Smith was fifth. Rounding out the
top ten finishers were Kerry Madsen, Justin Henderson, Jeff Mitrisin, Larry Neighbors and Matt Moro.
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Pinegar claimed his tenth career win in the 360 portion of the evening. Jeff Haines led the 20-lap event until the
14th circuit when he relinquished that spot to Pinegar. The $2,000 to win event saw Mike Brooks roar from a
fifteenth position start to finish just one car-length behind at the finish. Steve Gennetten placed third as Haines
faded to fourth and Brett Golik captured fifth. Bruce Divis, Mike Chadd, Jerry Crabb, Tony Wilson from an
18th position start and Jason Danley rounded out the top ten finishers.

All proceeds from the memorial event went to Nicole Y oung, daughter of Danny Y oung, a driver who died of
injuries sustained during a World of Outlaws event at Knoxville in 1995.
