Austin McCarl Dominates for First Knoxville Triumph in Season Opener! 

Clint Garner Grabs Win #34 in 360’s, Devin Kline Tops 305’s

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (April 21, 2018) – Austin McCarl drove the TKS Motorsports #2KS to a dominating win 

in the PellaMotors.com/Kraig Ford Season Opener at the Knoxville Raceway Saturday night! After several 

years of trying, it was the Altoona, Iowa native’s first career win at the famous half-mile, and he left no doubt as 

he collected $4,000 for his win. 

 

McCarl shot out in convincing fashion to start the 20-lap 410 feature event to lead Brooke Tatnell, Jamie Ball, 

Justin Henderson and RJ Johnson in the early going. McCarl entered lapped traffic on the fifth lap, and had 

opened up a 2.6 second lead on Tatnell. Two laps later, he had lapped up to twelfth place just past the halfway 

mark, he was lapping the tenth place car of Davey Heskin, with several lapped cars between himself and 

Tatnell. 

 

Henderson slide by Ball for third, before Heskin tipped over in turn two, bringing a red flag. The restart saw 

Austin leading Tatnell, Henderson, Ball and Terry McCarl back to green. Terry would take fourth from Ball, 

while on lap sixteen, contact between Ball and Tasker Phillips sent the former upside down. 

 

Though Tatnell made slide attempts on both that restart, and one with two to go for AJ Moeller, who suffered a 

flat right rear tire, they were to no avail. Austin McCarl would pull away and celebrate his first win here. 

Tatnell followed him to finish a steady second, while Terry McCarlcharged up to third, followed by hard-

charger, Wayne Johnson and Matt Juhl, who claimed fifth on the last lap. Tasker Phillips, Henderson, 

Heskin, RJ Johnson and Rager Phillipsrounded out the top ten. Lynton Jeffrey would set quick time over the 

field, before missing his heat to attend his daughter’s prom walk-through. Austin McCarl, Terry McCarl and 

Moeller won heat races. 

 

“I’ve been so close a couple of times, and I felt like I let one slip away last year,” said an emotional Austin 

McCarl in Victory Lane. “What a way to start the year! We got to traffic, and things got hairy with a couple of 

guys. I’ve watched enough races to know they can be won or lost in traffic. I did as well as I could, and the 

sprint car gods made me earn that one! We had reds and yellows…I just wanted Doug (Clark) to throw the 

checkers.” 

 

Jon Agan shot from his starting spot in the third row to claim an early lead in the 18-lap 360 feature event 

over Matt Moro, Clint Garner and Christian Bowman. Jamie Ball would grab fifth from Calvin Landis on lap 

five. Veteran Tom Lenz would tip over in turn two six laps in to bring the red. 

 

Agan led the field back to green, with Moro taking a shot at him with a slide job. The momentum lost by Moro, 

allowed Garner to puonce on the second spot. Meanwhile, Ball shot by Bowman into fourth. Agan’s good run 

came to an end when he slowed and went pitside on lap eight. Lee Grosz would spin on the back chute ten laps 

in, to bring out the final caution. 

 

Garner would pull away the last eight laps, securing his 34th 360 win here by 5.3 seconds ahead of Ball, who 

passed Moro late in the going. Moro was third, followed by Landis and hard-charger, Seth Bergman. Bowman, 

Matt Cov”ington, Ryan Giles, Sawyer Phillips and Skylar Gee completed the top ten. Ball registered quick time 

over the 26-car field, while Joe Beaver, Tyler Groenendyk and Gee won heat races. 

 

“Maybe I should have took it a little easier in the heat race,” said Garner in Victory Lane of a near crash in his 

heat. “I’m glad we didn’t crash there. It felt like we were about to go upside down. To come out and win the 
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feature…that’s too cool. This is the only exercise I’ve done this year…I’ve been working and pushing snow.” 

 

Before a lap could be completed in the 15-lap 305 main event, defending track champion, Eric Bridger got over 

the turn three cushion and ended upside down. He was unhurt. Devin Klineshot to the point from outside row 

two when the green fell for keeps, followed by rookie Jayce Jenkins and Chase Young.  

 

Kelby Watt made his presence felt, grabbing third on lap two, while Ryan Leavitt followed him into fourth a lap 

later. Kline had built a three-second lead and was into lapped traffic by the seventh circuit. Watt and Leavitt 

waged a good battle for third behind him. The only caution would come with three laps to go, when Kevin 

Hetrick stopped inside turns three and four. 

 

Kline would pull away from the field, winning his 11th career 305 feature, ahead of Watt, who grabbed second, 

and Leavitt. Jenkins ran a steady race to come home fourth, ahead of Matthew Stelzer. Hard-charger Evan 

Epperson, Chase Young, Mike Mayberry, Joe Simbroand Mike Ayers rounded out the top ten. Hetrick 

registered quick time, while Simbro and Bridger won heats. 

 

“These young kids keep coming up and giving everyone a run for their money,” said Kline in Victory Lane. 

“Last year (in the 360’s) definitely helped, and it’s fun to be racing here no matter the class. I couldn’t have 

asked for a better night. Things have slowed down for me a little, and I think my reaction time is much better.”

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Austin McCarl Strikes Again for $4,000 at Knoxville! 

Ryan Giles Wins Thriller in 360’s, Matthew Stelzer On Top with 305’s

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (April 28, 2018) – The 410 sprint car feature at Knoxville Raceway Saturday night took a 

similar refrain to the Season Opener the week prior.  Austin McCarl shot out to an immediate lead, and led the 

distance to take home $4,000 here on Town Crier Night.  A pair of driver misfortunes and an unbelievable 

finish in the 360 class saw Ryan Giles take his fourth career win, and Matthew Stelzer visited Victory Lane for 

the sixth time in the 305 class. 

  

McCarl shot from his starting spot in row two to take command early in the 20-lap feature.  Chris Martin and 

Josh Schneiderman trailed him.  Tasker Phillips spun with a lap in the books, setting up a restart that saw Aussie 

Brooke Tatnell drive from fourth to second.  Schneiderman and Martin battled for third, with Martin prevailing 

on lap five. 
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McCarl entered lapped traffic on lap eight, and had opened up a 3.2 second lead on Tatnell.  Meanwhile, his 

father Terry had moved into the top four.  On lap twelve, Austin jumped the turn three cushion and nearly faced 

disaster with the fence, but brought the car back under control.  A lap later, his brother Carson McCarl would 

bring the last caution of the even twith a turn two spin. 

  

Austin McCarl led Tatnell, Martin, Terry McCarl and Jamie Ball back to green.  The man on the move, 

however, was 13th starter, Davey Heskin.  Restarting seventh, he used the bottom to perfection, moving up to 

fourth.  He would take third two laps later. 

  

McCarl would never be headed for his second consecutive win here.  The Altoona, Iowa driver was followed by 

Tatnell, Heskin, Martin and Terry McCarl.  Ball, Rager Phillips, Justin Henderson, Lynton Jeffrey and Matt 

Juhl rounded out the top ten.  Jeffrey set quick time for the second week in a row and won his heat.  Phillips and 

Terry McCarl were other heat winners. 

  

“I was able to get a good start,” said Austin in Victory Lane.  “Chris (Martin) did a good job.  He did exactly 

what I would have done.  I was just able to get him.  The racetrack got pretty tricky.  I started getting tight.  I 

thought about my Dad a lot that race.  I had to slow down more than I wanted to be honest.  It got treacherous.  

Me not crying tonight doesn’t mean I’m not excited!  It’s great to start two for two, and I have a great car.” 

  

Seven-time 360 track champion, Clint Garner, appeared to be on his way to a win in his 18-lap feature event.  

Sawyer Phillips ran a strong second, but Garner pulled away when he entered lapped traffic on the seventh 

circuit.  Garner was on cruise control, until things went up in smoke for him on lap fifteen. 

  

Phillips would fly by and assume the lead.  He took the white flag with a 4.5 second lead over Ryan Giles, but it 

was not to be.  Third running Jamie Ball went up in smoke as well, bringing the caution, and setting up a green, 

white, checker finish with Phillips now leading Giles, Matt Moro, Skylar Gee and Travis Rilat. 

  

While Phillips hit the high side on the restart in turn one, Giles performed a big slider.  Phillips somehow found 

his way between Giles and the turn two wall to maintain the point heading down the backstretch.  It was 

anyone’s race coming for the white flag, but when Phillips missed his mark on the low side of one and two, 

Giles slipped by to take his fourth career win here. 

  

Phillips retained second, ahead of Moro, Gee and Rilat.  Hard-charger Robbie Price, Joe Beaver, Calvin Landis, 

Tyler Groenendyk and McKenna Haase completed the top ten.  Giles also registered quick time on the field, 

while Beaver, Landis and Ball won heats. 

  

“I saw Clint go down, and I saw Jamie go up in smoke,” said an emotional Giles in Victory Lane.  “This is just 

unbelievable.  It’s my wife’s birthday today and my son turns four on Monday.  We went through a lot of 

changes this year.  I wasn’t sure I wanted to continue to do this, but that wasn’t an option for my Dad.  I owe 

this all to him.  I didn’t know if (Phillips) was going to be out there (in turn two on the restart) or not.  He gave 

me room, and I definitely appreciate that.  Luckily, it worked.” 

  

Rob Kubli took the early lead, ahead of Mike Mayberry and Matthew Stelzer in the 15-lap 305 feature.  Stelzer 

showed he was the car to beat by getting by Mayberry on lap two, and chasing down Kubli and passing him on 

lap four.  Kevin Hetrick moved into the top three on lap five.  

  

Stelzer would enter traffic on lap eight, but he had a clean track ahead of him after a spin ten laps in by Josh 

Jones.  The restart had Stelzer leading Kubli, Hetrick, Devin Kline and Eric Bridger.  Hetrick found the low side 

past Kubli for second, but he had nothing for Stelzer.  Kline would take third with two to go, ahead of Kubli and 

Bridger.  Ryan Leavitt, Jayce Jenkins, Mayberry, Chris Horton and Evan Epperson rounded out the top ten.  

Bridger set quick time, while Kubli and Stelzer were heat winners.

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (May 5, 2018) –  Grain Valley, Missouri’s Brian Brown made the most of his first 

appearance of the 2018 season Saturday at the Knoxville Raceway by claiming the $4,000 20-lap 410 sprint car 

feature event.  The entertaining headliner was Brown’s 38th career win here on Budweiser “National Beverage 

Day”.  It was preceded by an exciting win for Nebraskan Ryan Roberts in the 360 class.  Defending 305 track 

champion, Eric Bridger, had an exciting day.  First, he graduated from Upper Iowa University, and then he led 

start to finish in the 15-lap 305 feature. 

  

Justin Henderson was the early leader in the 410 event, ahead of Brown and Terry McCarl.  Matt Juhl moved 

into fourth on the second lap, while Davey Heskin came back from a slow start into the top five by lap four.  

Heskin continued to climb, moving by Juhl for fourth on lap five, and by McCarl on lap seven for third.  



  

Brown reeled in Henderson with traffic in sight and slid across his bow on lap eight to take the point.  Three 

circuits later, Carson McCarl stopped and retired with no brakes bringing the first caution of the night in any 

class.  Brown led Henderson, Heskin, Terry McCarl and Juhl back to green flag racing. 

  

Heskin stuck the low side of one and two on the restart to shoot by Henderson for second.  Point leader and 

eleventh place starter, Brooke Tatnell, was also on the move, going from eighth to fifth.  Austin McCarl, who 

won the first two features atKnoxville this season was in a battle with Spencer Bayston when he climbed the 

Indiana native’s right rear in turn three and hit the wall hard.  Despite significant damage to the car, he walked 

away.  Bayston, and Lynton Jeffrey, who was collected in the fray were also done. 

  

Brown led the field back to green again, protecting the low side over Heskin, Henderson, Terry McCarl and 

Tatnell.  Tatnell was on the move again, and was up to third with five laps to go.  A final caution for a slowing 

Tasker Phillips did not deter Brown, who won over Heskin, Tatnell, Terry McCarl and Juhl.  Henderson, Josh 

Schneiderman, RJ Johnson, Hunter Schuerenberg and Rager Phillips completed the top ten.  Terry McCarl set 

quick time, while Rager Phillips, RJ Johnson and Schneiderman won heats. 

  

“Hats go off to my guys,” said Brown in Victory Lane.  “We haven’t had a great start.  We’ve had a fast 

car…just no results all year long.  I’ve messed up a couple of times.  But there’s no place like home.  It’s great 

to be here.  Justin (Henderson) did a great job.  I just knew I had to be aggressive, and it worked out.  It just 

feels good to be back here in front of these great fans.” 

  

The 18-lap 360 main event turned into a non-stop thriller.  Nate Van Haaften shook off his early season lull and 

led early over Ryan Roberts and Matt Moro.  Ryan Giles used the cushion to get around Moro for third early on, 

and on lap six, Clint Garner followed him into fourth. 

  

Van Haaften entered lapped traffic on the eighth circuit and slowed a bit.  On lap eleven, it appeared he had 

cleared things as he escaped several lapped cars.  Roberts remained persistent, however, and shot around the 

leader on the top on lap fourteen.  Giles would follow him into second with two to go. 

  

The win was Roberts third here, and came ahead of Giles, Van Haaften, Garner and Sawyer Phillips, who 

grabbed fifth on the last lap.  Jake Bubak, Calvin Landis, Christian Bowman, hard-charger Tyler Groenendyk 

and Joe Beaver rounded out the top ten.  Roberts also set quick tim over the field, while Bowman and Sawyer 

Phillips won the heats. 

  

“Nate (Van Haaften) took off there early and was getting off the bottom good,” said Roberts in Victory Lane.  

“I saw it blazing off a bit.  I’ve raced here a long time, but I almost forgot where to turn.  I still love coming 

here.  The crowd, the track guys…the track’s always good, and everyone always welcomes us back like 

family.” 

  

It was all Eric Bridger in the 305 class.  Another non-stop event saw him lead all fifteen laps utilizing the 

bottom of the racing surface.  It was the third career Knoxville win for the college grad.  Following him to the 

stripe were Ryan Leavitt, Mike Mayberry, Evan Epperson and Devin Kline.  Rob Kubli, Kevin Hetrick, 

Matthew Stelzer, Josh Jones and Jayce Jenkins completed the top ten.  Bridger also set quick time, while 

Jenkins and Kubli were heat winners. 

  

“We were pretty good,” said Bridger.  “It was a little rough out there.  Today has been good.  I just graduated 

college.  It was a busy day.  I junked a car two weeks ago, and without those who help me, I wouldn’t be 

standing here today.”

The win was worth $4,000 to the Grain Valley, 

Missouri driver.  McKenna Haase shattered the 18-lap record in the 360 feature and became the first female to 

win a 360 sprint car feature at Knoxville.  Eric Bridger used lapped traffic to take a late lead and win his second 

305 main event in a row. 

  

The 20-lap feature got off to a rough start.  A chain reaction sent Bill Balog, Terry McCarl and Tasker Phillips 

into a wicked series of flips.  Lynton Jeffrey was also involved, but made repairs during the open red period.  

McCarl walked away slowly and was taken to the hospital for observation. 

  

Once the green flew, Brian Brown, shot out from the pole, ahead of AJ Moeller, Brooke Tatnell, Austin McCarl 

and Justin Henderson.  Henderson was able to grab fourht on the second lap, while up front, some smoke 

emanated from Brown’s machine, casting doubt on the leader. 

  

Brown’s mount proved to be fine, however, and he entered lapped traffic at the halfway point.  With 14 laps 

complete, Moeller’s great second place run came to a close in turn three with rear-end issues.  

  

Brown would lead the final six laps for his second straight win here ahead of Tatnell, Henderson, Austin 

McCarl and Josh Schneiderman.  Matt Juhl, RJ Johnson, hard-charger Tony Stewart, Carson McCarl and Rager 

Phillips rounded out the top ten.  Stewart had rebounded from a broken steering arm in his heat race.  Brown set 

quick time, laying down a lap of 14.595 seconds.  The lap was the ninth fastest recorded in history here, and the 

fastest since 2015.  Dakota Hendrickson, RJ Johnson and Schneiderman were heat race winners. 

  

“I want to make sure Terry is alright,” began Brown in Victory Lane.  “He’s a long-time competitor here, and 

we go ‘tooth and nail’.  Hopefully, he is o.k. first and foremost.  I’d also like to wish all the mothers out there a 

Happy Mother’s Day tomorrow.  Everybody on the Casey’s General Stores/FVP team does and incredible job.  

Hat’s off to the Dunkin family for their track preparation and to Knoxville for having this race.  They could 

have thrown in the towel pretty easily.  The track’s been good all year long.” 

  

McKenna Haase rocketed out from here pole position start to lead the 18-lap 360 feature early over Calvin 

Landis and Clint Garner.  The fast track would see her hit lapped traffic on the eleventh circuit.  She hesitated a 

bit, but got around the lappers of Cody Wehrle and Mitchell Alexander.  

  

Once by them, she cruised to a win in an 18-lap record of 5:01.3 (breaking the five-year-old 5:09.0 mark of Joe 

Beaver).  Haase, the first female to win a sprint car feature here in the 305’s (three times), has now added a 

popular 360 win to her resume.  Landis was second, ahead of Garner, Ryan Giles and Christian Bowman.  

Hard-charger Matt Moro, Nate Van Haaften, Nathan Mills, Jon Agan and Sawyer Phillips completed the top 

ten.  Bowman set quick time, while Van Haaften and Agan won the heats. 

  

“I figured I had someone behind me,” said Haase of her bobble in traffic.  “Sometimes those guys don’t know 

it’s the leader coming through and they start protecting a little bit.  When you start on the pole, you obviously 

want to end up here.  It’s still hard to believe!  I’m still kind of in shock I guess.  My goal is to win in all three 

classes!” 

  



The 15-lap 305 main event was also a non-stop track record affair.  It turned into a two-car battle.  Kevin 

Hetrick led early from the pole, but Eric Bridger was there side by side for several laps.  Bridger took the lead 

on lap three, before Hetrick slid under him in turn four and took the high line back. 

  

Hetrick was cruising until he started hitting lapped traffic with four to go.  On the fourteenth circuit, he slowed 

slightly behind a lapped marker and Bridger was able to pounce again for the lead.  Ryan Leavitt followed him 

into second for good.  Hetrick finished third, ahead of Matthew Stelzer and Devin Kline.  Evan Epperson, Rob 

Kubli, Mike Mayberry, Jayce Jenkins and Chase Young rounded out the top ten.  Bridger’s time of 4:25.0 was a 

new track record, eclipsing Mike Van Haaften’s six-year-old mark of 4:29.0.  Leavitt set quick time, while 

Stelzer and Bridger were heat winners. 

  

“I got in the lead there briefly, but Kevin cut me off on the racetrack,” said Bridger in Victory Lane.  “That was 

his job.  Lapped traffic happened, and we were able to time it perfectly.  I saw the white and I knew it was my 

chance.  Happy Mother’s Day to all the mothers out there.”

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Brian Brown Three-Peats at Knoxville Raceway! 

Clint Garner Wins Another 360 Feature; Matthew Stelzer Dominates in 305’s

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (May 19, 2018) –  Brian Brown won his third straight 410 feature Saturday night at the 

Knoxville Raceway.  Brian was the last driver to claim three straight features at the “Sprint Car Capital of the 

World” (2014) and will attempt to become the first driver to win four straight since 1996 (Danny Lasoski) next 

weekend.  The Grain Valley, Missouri driver earned $4,000 for his 40th win at Knoxville aboard his Casey’s 

General Stores/FVP #21.  Clint Garner gained his 35th win in the 360 class, while Matthew Stelzer earned his 

seventh career victory in the 305 class. 

  

Before a lap could be completed in the 410 feature, Lynton Jeffrey spun.  Once green, Brian Brown led Kerry 

Madsen, AJ Moeller, Matt Juhl and Cory Eliason.  The ninth place car of Carson McCarl would spin at the 

bottom of turn four bringing caution. 

  

Juhl gained third from Moeller on lap four, while Austin McCarl climbed into the top five on the same circuit.  

Austin continued his climb to fourth on the next lap.  Brown entered lapped traffic on lap nine with Madsen in 

tow.  At the halfway point, the point leader heading into the night, Brooke Tatnell, pulled off with mechanical 

issues, ending a top ten charge. 



  

Brown carved through traffic with Madsen in pursuit.  Juhl ran a strong third until his mount went up in smoke 

with two to go.  Brown went on to the wire to wire win ahead of Madsen, Austin McCarl, Eliason and hard-

charger Davey Heskin.  Moeller, Josh Schneiderman, Hunter Schuerenberg, Scott Bogucki and Rager Phillips 

rounded out the top ten.  Brown set quick time over the field, while Carson McCarl, Schneiderman and Juhl 

won heat races.  Tasker Phillips and Justin Henderson tangled in their heat race, and both were done for the 

night, but uninjured. 

  

“I knew with Kerry starting there (outside row one), it was going to be tough,” said Brown in Victory Lane.  

“He’s a world class racecar driver…probably top five in the world.  When you’re next to him, you know you 

better go all you can go.  I didn’t really know where I should be on the track.  I watched Clint (Garner) in his A 

and he was running the bottom pretty good.  I wasn’t really comfortable down there…I like to run the fence, but 

you’re not going to win (Knoxville) Nationals that way.  You’ve got to be able to move around and I need to do 

a better job of searching.  When you have Kerry chasing you, you have to run as hard as you can.” 

  

Clint Garner, like Brown, benefited from an invert pill draw of “0”, and led start to finish from the pole.  Ryan 

Giles chased him early ahead of Calvin Landis, Jamie Ball and Sawyer Phillips.  Nate Van Haaften would move 

into the top five by lap six.  On lap seven, Joe Beaver would make contact with the turn four wall and slow, 

bringing the caution flag. 

  

Garner led Giles, Landis, Ball and Van Haaften back to green.  Ball would gain third on the restart, and only the 

top three would pass the flagstand before the yellow came again for Tom Lenz and Cody Wehrle. 

  

Garner took off again.  Behind him Phillips moved from sixth to fourth by lap eleven.  Garner was into lapped 

traffic with two to go, but there was no stopping him.  Ball would get upside down on the final lap, erasing a 

strong third place run.  Garner was followed by Giles, Phillips, Landis and Lee Grosz.  Van Haaften, Jon Agan, 

Matt Moro, McKenna Haase and Paul Nienhiser completed the top ten.  Giles set quick time, while Van 

Haaften, Nienhiser and Garner won heats. 

  

“The track was really nice,” said Garner in Victory Lane.  “For a little rain coming through this afternoon, we 

were wondering if we’d even race.  The track and everybody here did a great job to push through.” 

  

Rookie 305 driver Jayce Jenkins got upside down to start the 15-lap 305 main event.  He was uninjured.  When 

the green fell, the feature went non-stop and Matthew Stelzer had no peer.  Mike Mayberry was the prime 

mover behind him, climbing from eighth to fourth by lap five.  Stelzer’s lead at the halfway point was 3.2 

seconds.  He entered lapped traffic on the tenth circuit, but would pull away to a 5.4 second win. 

  

Following Stelzer were Chris Horton, who finished a career-best second, Kevin Hetrick, who won the battle for 

third over Mayberry, and Josh Jones.  Ryan Leavitt, Eric Bridger, Rob Kubli, Devin Kline and Evan Epperson 

rounded out the top ten.  Bridger set quick time, while Stelzer and Joe Simbro won heats. 

  

“We have this thing dialed in in heats and features, but we need to come a long ways in time trials,” said Stelzer 

in Victory Lane.  “You usually start in the front row if you qualify badly and they pull a (six) invert.  When you 

start up front, you can’t let it slip away, and we didn’t tonight.  The guys work their tails off.” 

  

A $100 gift certificate to Jocko’s Auto Parts was awarded by the Knoxville Raceway Charitable Organization 

(KRCO) to a driver in each class by draw: Josh Schneiderman in the 410’s, Scottie McDonald in the 360’s, and 

Matthew Stelzer in the 305’s. 

  

A two-week contest honoring area colleges charities went to the University of Missouri and “Rally for Rhyan.”  

As a result, the Missouri flag will fly at Knoxville the rest of the year.  Over $3,300 was raised for charities of 

Iowa State University, the University of Iowa, Drake University and Missouri.

Brown Charges to 360 Feature Win; Ryan Leavitt Wins in 305’s

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (May 26, 2018) – Austin McCarl won for the third time this season Saturday night, and 

broke Brian Brown’s bid for four consecutive victories here at the Knoxville Raceway.  Brown made a late 

charge, but McCarl maneuvered through traffic to win $4,000 for the TKS Motorsports #2KS team.  Brown 



recovered from a rough start to win an exciting 360 feature from his eighth starting spot.  Ryan Leavitt used a 

good start to win his second career 305 main event. 

  

Davey Heskin won the early battle with McCarl to take the early lead in the 20-lap 410 A main.  Brooke Tatnell 

moved into the third spot on the second lap, and Brown followed him into fourth on lap three.  Heskin used the 

low side, but missed his spot a bit on lap four, and McCarl cruised by into the lead. 

  

Five laps in, Scott Bogucki spun to the inside of turn two to bring out the caution.  McCarl led Heskin, Tatnell, 

Brown and Kerry Madsen back to the green.  On lap seven, Heskin and Tatnell made contact in turn two, 

opening the door for Brown and Madsen to move into third and fourth.  On lap eight, Brown would ride around 

Heskin for the second spot.  

  

McCarl entered lapped traffic on lap eleven.  Kerry Madsen won a fierce battle with Heskin for third on lap 

thirteen.  Meanwhile, Brown seemed determined to take his fourth win in a row here as he slowly reeled 

McCarl in.  McCarl maneuvered well, but on the white flag lap, a lapped car almost got sideways in front of 

him, slowing his progress. 

  

He was able to hold his lead, winning by six-tenths of a second over Brown, Kerry Madsen, Ian Madsen and 

Tatnell.  Heskin, Justin Henderson, Matt Juhl, Mark Dobmeier and Hard-charger Josh Schneiderman.  Ian 

Madsen set quick time over the 29-car field and also won his heat race.  Brown and Heskin were also heat 

winners. 

  

“(Brown) is obviously one of the baddest hombres here and one of the best to ever drive here,” said McCarl in 

Victory Lane.  “I definitely saw him (late), but traffic was so hairy.  That was by far the most treacherous 

cushion I have run by far here.  Traffic got insane, and I saw the white flag and traffic really got insane in one 

and two.  My hat goes off to my team.  Troy (Renfro) and I are really clicking now, and hopefully, come 

August, we’ll have something for these guys.” 

  

Matt Juhl led early in an 18-lap 360 thriller.  Robbie Price, Matt Moro, Clint Garner and Jon Agan settled in 

behind him, while a trip over the cushion and almost into the wall saw Brian Brown lose several spots from his 

eighth place starting position. 

  

Garner jetted from fourth to second on the second lap, while Brown rebounded to get back into the top five.  

Brown would take fourth on lap four, before Christian Bowman spun in turn one while running seventh.  Juhl 

led Garner, Moro, Brown and Agan back to green on the race’s only restart. 

  

Brown worked by Moro to take third on lap six, and did the same to take second from Garner on lap eight.  Juhl 

entered lapped traffic on lap ten with Brown in hot pursuit.  Brown was gaining, but Juhl had other issues when 

his car slowed on the back chute on lap 13.  

  

Brown would go on to pull away for his sixteenth career 360 win here worth $1,500.  Garner was second, ahead 

of Moro, Nate Van Haaften and hard-charger Sawyer Phillips.  Agan, Price, Thomas Kennedy, Dylan Peterson 

and Joe Beaver completed the top ten.  Van Haaften posted quick time, while Ball, Brown and Agan were heat 

race winners. 

  

“It was a taller cushion and I got off the gas (on the start in turn one),” said Brown in Victory Lane.  “It made it 

a little bit harder.  This 360 class at Knoxville…there are no slouches here.  We’ve had an issue with our (360) 

car the last month or so, so we decided to run it here tonight and it did well.  It’s Memorial Day weekend, and 

without the soldiers past and present that have given…we wouldn’t be here now.” 

  



Ryan Leavitt got a good start from outside row two to lead the 15-lap 305 feature early over Josh Jones, 

Matthew Stelzer, Eric Bridger and Devin Kline.  Stelzer passed Jones for second on lap three, while Kline 

moved into fourth.  Kline would then take third on lap four, while Bridger passed for fourth on lap six. 

  

Meanwhile, up front, Leavitt was cruising into lapped traffic by lap eight with a four and a half second lead.  

Kline was the driver on the move the last half of the race after starting in row four.  He used the low side to pass 

Stelzer with six to go.  Dan Henning stopped in turn four to bring the yellow flag on lap ten. 

  

Leavitt led Kline, Stelzer, Bridger and Kevin Hetrick back to green.  Leavitt entered turn one high with two to 

go, and Kline shot under him to take the lead on the backstretch.  However, Dallas Mendenhall came to a stop 

in turn four at the same time, negating the pass. 

  

Leavitt learned his lesson and kept it low the final two laps to win his second career feature here ahead of Kline, 

Stelzer, Bridger and Mike Mayberry.  Mike Ayers, Jones, Hetrick, Chase Young and Casey Greubel rounded 

out the top ten.  Bridger set quick time for the fourth time this season, while Rob Kubli and Kline won heats. 

  

“I saw Devin there,” said Leavitt in Victory Lane.  “I know he’s a tough competitor.  He kind of showed me 

that bottom line down in one and two (before the last caution).  I wanted to make sure I blocked him down 

there.  I want to thank everyone who makes this possible for us, and thank you fans for coming out and 

supporting us.”

Brown had a 2.1 second lead at that point, while a hectic battle took place for third between Jeffrey, Madsen, 

Henderson and Terry McCarl.  Contact between Carson McCarl and Bob Weuve collected RJ Johnson, who got 

upside down at the flagstand with eight laps to go.  He was uninjured.  Henderson went to the work area at that 

point, surrendering fifth with issues with the right rear of the car. 

  

Brown led Austin McCarl, Jeffrey, Madsen and Terry McCarl back to green.  Madsen would jump from fourth 

to second, while Terry McCarl would move into fourth.  A final caution for Rager Phillips didn’t change things 

up front.  Brown won his 41st career feature here, ahead of Madsen, Austin McCarl, Terry McCarl and Brooke 

Tatnell.  Tasker Phillips, Jeffrey, Matt Juhl, hard-charger Josh Schneiderman and Jamie Ball rounded out the 

top ten.  Austin McCarl set quick time over the field, while Ball, Chris Martin and Brown won heats. 

  

“Hat’s off to my whole crew, but Chad (Morgan), especially,” said Brown in Victory Lane.  “We’ve been pretty 

good the last three or four weeks, so we tried something completely different from what we normally do.  I 

wouldn’t say it’s better, but I wouldn’t say it’s worse.  I was having a heck of a time late.  I think a power 

steering line busted or something.  I was going through tear-offs like they were going out of style and I could 

hardly hold the wheel.  There’s some cowboys up in front.  We needed to get our elbows up and get going.  

Tonight is a special night with the (National Sprint Car) Hall of Fame inductions.  Those guys that went in 

today…if it’s not the stoutest class I’ve seen in some time, I don’t know what is.” 

  

An incident slowed the start of the 18-lap 360 feature.  Dylan Peterson got sideways in turn two and collected 

both Joe Beaver, who ended upside down, and Cody Ledger.  Everyone was o.k., but only Ledger returned. 

  

When the green fell, Ryan Giles led over Clint Garner, Matt Moro, Nate Van Haaften and Ryan Bickett.  Giles 

would catch the inside berm in turn two on the second circuit and pull a wheelie.  Garner would pounce on the 

opportunity and take the lead.  Garner shot into lapped traffic on lap six and had a 2.1 second lead. 

  



Skylar Gee moved into fourth on lap eight, while the leader had a 4.4 second lead with six to go.  Gee would 

gain a podium spot by getting by Giles with six to go, but Garner had no peer up front.  Moro would run second, 

ahead of Gee, Giles and Van Haaften.  Hard-charger Sawyer Phillips, Bickett, Jason Martin, Ryan Roberts and 

Calvin Landis completed the top ten.  Moro set quick time, while heat races were won by Tom Lenz, Gee and 

Martin. 

  

“With 36 wins, you’d think you’d sit back in the trailer and know what to do,” said Garner in Victory Lane.  

“We were back there kicking around what gear to run and what tire pressure.  I was pretty sure the top was 

going to win that race.  It was definitely treacherous up there.  The car was great and the engine was awesome.  

It’s a lot of fun to be up here and I’d like to thank everyone for coming out.” 

  

Eric Bridger used a “0” point invert to lead wire to wire from the pole in the 15-lap 305 main event.  Ryan 

Leavitt settled in behind him early, ahead of Devin Kline, Kelby Watt and Rob Kubli.  Kubli took fourth early 

and battled with Kline for third, taking the spot in the middle stages of the race. 

  

Bridger entered lapped traffic on lap ten and slowed a bit, allowing Leavitt to close in, but he found clean air 

again and pull away.  Kline may have had the fastest car late.  He used the low groove to move by Kubli for 

third with three to go, and threaded the needle to get under Leavitt for second coming to the checkers. 

  

Bridger’s win came ahead of Kline, Leavitt, Kubli and Watt.  Chasey Young, hard-charger Mike Mayberry, 

Matthew Stelzer, Joe Simbro and Evan Epperson rounded out the top ten.  Bridger posted his sixth quick time 

of the year, while Jon Hughes and Epperson were heat race winners. 

  

“(Lapped traffic) was horrible there,” said Bridger in Victory Lane.  “I was just trying to hold on there.  I had a 

pretty loose car.  I didn’t screw up too bad.  I thought I heard someone the whole time, but I was just hoping to 

see checkers there.  It was a handful.”

Jon Agan Wins First in Three Years with 360’s; Eric Bridger Wins Again in 305’s

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (June 9, 2018) – Tyler “Sunshine” Courtney swept the night as the Amsoil USAC National 

Sprint Car Series invaded the Knoxville Raceway here Saturday on Hy-Vee Night!  The Indianapolis, Indiana 

native took home $5,000 for his win aboard the Clauson-Marshall Racing #7BC.  It was also announced during 

the day that the Corn Belt Nationals will take place July 5 and 6, 2019, and pay $20,000 to the USAC winner, 

and $1,000 to start! 

  

Jon Agan overcame some tough luck, taking his eleventh career win at Knoxville in the 360 class, but his first 

since July 4, 2015.  Eric Bridger led wire to wire for his fourth win of the season in the 305 class. 

  

Brady Bacon led from the pole early in the 30-lap USAC feature, ahead of CJ Leary and Chad Boespflug.  Last 

year’s winner here, Justin Grant, and Tyler Courtney battled for the fifth spot, before Courtney took it for good 

on lap three.  The next circuit would see “Sunshine” surge from fifth to third. 

  

Bacon entered traffic on lap six, and by lap ten, led Leary, Courtney, Chase Stockon and Grant.  Courtney 

reeled in Leary in traffic and made a pass for second on lap 19.  On the 20th lap, he would slide in front of 

Bacon for the point.  Leary would follow him into second a lap later.  While Courtney pulled away, the only 

other move late in the race was a Grant pass of Stockon for fourth. 

  

Courtney’s first career win at Knoxville came ahead of Leary, Bacon, a closing Grant, and Brody Roa, who 

took fifth on the last lap.  Stockon, Robert Ballou, hard-charger Dave Darland, Chris Windom and Kevin 

Thomas Jr. rounded out the top ten.  Courtney started his sweep with quick time and a heat win.  Other heat 

winners were Grant and Windom.  Darland flipped in turn three during his heat race, but his team was able to 

make repairs before the feature. 

  

“I knew lapped cars were going to be tough to get around, because they were going to continue to run the top,” 

said Courtney after his win.  “I knew I’d have to do something drastically different to get around those guys.  I 

knew if I could stick the bottom, there was enough to get off the corner.  We were able to get by (Leary) and 

then we slid Brady for the lead.  This is really cool guys.  I think I showed how bad I wanted it last year here 

and I put myself in a bad position (and crashed) and that cost me a race.  Thank you, Knoxville, for having us, 

and I’m already looking forward to next year.” 

  

“This is a big comeback from last night at I-80 (Speedway),” said the second place Leary.  “We struggled really 

bad.  I’m really glad our team found some speed.  It feels good to get some momentum going again.  I thought I 

might have something for the win there.  Tyler just got the lapped cars better than me.  I feel really good for this 

team.” 

  

“I felt (the car) fading away a little bit,” said the third place Bacon.  “We had some sort of bleeder malfunction.  

I don’t know if it was self-induced or mechanical.  We had a good run going.  It was our kind of track.  I didn’t 

think we had a great car at the beginning, but we found out we had a problem.  It would have been good to get 

another win at Knoxville, but it looks like next year we’ll have two days to do it.” 

  

Jon Agan led from his pole position early in the 18-lap 360 main event over AJ Moeller and Matt Moro.  Ryan 

Giles was the man on the move early, taking third from Moro on lap two and second from Moeller on lap three.  

Using the low side, Giles tried to keep pace with the leader.  Clint Garner was fast as well, grabbing third on lap 

seven, before Joe Beaver and Mason Daniel contacted, ending top ten runs. 

  

The only restart of the race saw Agan lead Giles, Garner, Moeller and Moro back to green.  Moro and Garner 

would put on a great duel for third, with Garner eventually prevailing.  Up front, Agan hit lapped traffic with 

three to go and slowed a bit.  Giles gained on him, but in the last corner, Agan snuck below the lapped car of 

Brad Comegys to take the win. 

  



Agan was followed by Giles, Garner, Moro and Christian Bowman.  McKenna Haase, Calvin Landis, Moeller, 

hard-charger Sawyer Phillips and Cody Wehrle rounded out the top ten.  Moeller set quick time, while Bowman 

and Haase were heat race winners. 

  

“The race car was off a little bit and so was the driver,” said Agan in Victory Lane.  “We haven’t raced every 

week and don’t have a real strong base.  We checked out in the first feature here of the year and broke a piston.  

We’ve been running an older motor that just doesn’t have Knoxville ‘smoke’.  This was our first night out with 

one of our good motors.  We needed this win.  We’ll take it.  It’s been a couple years since we’ve been up here.  

It definitely hasn’t been for a lack of effort on our team’s part.” 

  

Eric Bridger had another great night, leading all 15 laps of the 305 feature for his fourth win of the season, and 

sixth in his career.  Devin Kline chased him the distance, closing in the late stages in traffic.  Tyler Glass 

claimed third on the second lap and held on to that spot, ahead of Ryan Leavitt and Kelby Watt, who passed 

Rob Kubli for fifth on the last go-around.  Matthew Stelzer, Joe Simbro, Mike Ayers and Casey Greubel 

rounded out the top ten.  Bridger set quick time for the seventh time in eight nights, while Watt and Stelzer won 

heats. 

  

“When you race against Devin and Ryan, that’s tough competition there,” said Bridger in Victory Lane.  “We 

had a good race car.  We’re definitely on the momentum train, and we want to keep setting those quick times.  

Winning features helps a lot too.”

Mason Daniel Pulls Off Shocker in 360’s; Eric Bridger Dominates 305’s

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (June 16, 2018) – Brian Brown raced past Lynton Jeffrey to win his fifth feature of the 

season at Knoxville Raceway Saturday night.  The Grain Valley, Missouri driver picked up $4,000 for his 

42nd career victory at Knoxville aboard his Casey’s General Stores/FVP #21.  Sprint car rookie Mason Daniel 

drove his way through traffic to a win in the 360 class.  The Californian picked up $1,500 for his win.  Eric 

Bridger dominated again in the 305 class, leading wire to wire, and matching Brown by winning for the fifth 

time in 2018. 

  

Lynton Jeffrey led from the pole in the 20-lap 410 feature over AJ Moeller, Brian Brown, Kerry Madsen and 

Terry McCarl.  Moeller broke in turn two on the second lap halting things.  On the restart, Brown shot under 

Jeffrey for the lead, but the start was called back when the restart cone was hit.  Jeffrey would maintain his lead 

until Rager Phillips slowed with a flat tire on lap five. 

  

Jeffrey led Brown, Madsen, Terry McCarl and Brooke Tatnell back to green.  McCarl quickly took third, while 

Brown hounded the leader.  On lap seven, he nipped Jeffrey at the flag stand by .009 of a second.  From there, 

he pulled away.  McCarl would follow him into second.  Davey Heskin was also on the move on the bottom, 

gaining the top five, and then passing Madsen and Jeffrey on laps twelve and thirteen to gain third place.  

  

Brown was into heavy lapped traffic, when the second place car of McCarl locked up on the frontstretch, ending 

his second place run.  A five lap Dash saw Brown pull away for the win over Heskin, Madsen, Tatnell and 

Jeffrey.  Matt Juhl, hard-charger Austin McCarl, Shane Golobic, Josh Schneiderman and Carson McCarl 

rounded out the top ten.  Jeffrey set quick time on the night, while Tasker Phillips, Jordyn Brazier and Carson 

McCarl won heats. 

  

“Lynton’s a heck of a racecar driver, and he was racing a good race,” said Brown in Victory Lane.  “He was 

kind of moving around.  What was good about that was that my car would go anywhere.  This is a new Maxim 

tonight and it worked flawless.  Hats off to all my guys.  It’s been a pretty good season to start.  We’re looking 

forward to next week and two weeks from now, especially (when the World of Outlaws visit).  That was a 

workout!” 

  

The 18-lap 360 main event went non-stop.  Nate Van Haaften used his familiar low groove to pace Mason 

Daniel, Jon Agan, Christian Bowman and Matt Moro early on.  Early, the race for fourth was the best one on 

the track, with Moro taking the spot on lap three.  

  

Up front, Daniel was gaining on Van Haaften, using the high line around the half-mile.  The two raced side by 

side for a couple of laps before Daniel took a narrow .013 of a second lead on lap eight.  Around the same time, 

Clint Garner moved into the top five. 

  

Daniel entered heavier traffic with six laps to go, but maneuvered it well and extended his lead.  In the end, the 

Californian, who is racing sprint cars for the first time this year, won his first race at Knoxville.  Van Haaften 

would follow, ahead of Agan, Moro and Garner.  Ryan Giles, McKenna Haase, Sawyer Phillips, Bowman and 

Calvin Landis would complete the top ten.  Moro set quick time, while Agan and Van Haaften were heat 

winners. 

  

“This is something else,” said an emotional Daniel in Victory Lane.  “We struggled the past couple of times 

we’ve been here.  To come out and get the win tonight was amazing.  The car was great.  Garrett, Landon and 

Danny (Lasoski) did a great job and I can’t thank them enough.  We actually lost the brakes, so we had to be on 

the top with the throttle wide open.  With (Lasoski’s) knowledge and helping me out with the track one where is 

fast and where it’s not and what to do…it’s really helpful.” 



  

Eric Bridger left little doubt again in the 305 class, as he led from start to finish in the non-stop 15-lap feature.  

For the second week in a row, Ryan Leavitt cruised in the second spot, while Jayce Jenkins nailed down third. 

  

The best race was for fourth fifth and sixth.  Kelby Watt, Mike Mayberry and Matthew Stelzer raced hard 

through the middle stages.  In the end, it would be Watt taking fourth, ahead of Stelzer.  Hard-charger Devin 

Kline would recover from qualifying issues to drive from row seven to sixth, ahead of Mayberry, Rob Kubli, 

Jeff Wilke and Casey Greubel.  Bridger set quick time for the seventh time this season, while Kubli and Wilke 

were heat winners. 

  

“This is awesome,” said Bridger.  “Starting on the front row helps.  You’ve got to get a start there, and I knew 

the way the racetrack was…I was happy to get through lapped traffic and see that checkered flag.  I had trouble 

with the first (lapped) car there but after that, I got my rhythm going.”

Clint Garner Back on Top in 360’s; Eric Bridger Keeps Cruising in 305’s

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (June 23, 2018) – Brian Brown notched a historic win in Saturday’s Farm Bureau Mid-

Season Championship Night when he tied legend and National Sprint Car Hall of Fame inductee, Earl Wagner, 

with 43 career wins in Knoxville Raceway’s premier class.  The win was the sixth of the season for Brown here, 

and paid him $5,000.  Clint Garner took the lead on a restart from sprint car rookie Mason Daniel and held on 

for his 37th career win here, while Eric Bridger won again, claiming his sixth feature of the year in the 305 class. 

  

The 25-lap 410 feature was a wild one, and saw Kerry Madsen leading Austin McCarl, Brian Brown, Terry 

McCarl and Matt Juhl early on.  With just one lap in the books, Carson McCarl stopped in turn two bringing the 

caution.  Sixteen-year-old Gio Scelzi, making his first Knoxville appearance, was running sixth on the restart 

when he did a series of cartwheels into turn two.  He was uninjured. 

  



Brown shot into second on the restart, and Juhl used the low side to gain fourth.  A battle ensued for third, as 

Austin McCarl and Juhl traded the spot several times.  A spin by Chase Wanner slowed things again with six 

laps down.  Madsen led Brown, Austin McCarl, Juhl and Terry McCarl back to green.  Juhl would get a good 

restart again, gaining third from Austin McCarl. 

  

Madsen was in traffic by lap eleven with Brown in pursuit.  Behind them, Austin McCarl again shot by Juhl in 

traffic for the show position.  Brown started reeling in Madsen in traffic.  Madsen made several good moves in 

traffic splitting lappers, but Brown was not going away. 

  

With five laps to go, Brown shot under Madsen heading into turn one.  When Madsen got off the gas to avoid 

the slider, he got above the cushion and upside down.  He was uninjured.  Brown led the field on the restart, 

ahead of Austin McCarl, Juhl, Terry McCarl and Brooke Tatnell.  Juhl again worked by Austin McCarl, this 

time for second, before Carson McCarl spun with two laps to go. 

  

Brown would pull away the final two laps, while Juhl and Austin McCarl battled furiously for second.  Terry 

McCarl would enter the fray in the end.  Brown would win ahead of Austin McCarl, Terry McCarl, who gained 

third on the last lap, Juhl and Tatnell.  Hard-charger Tasker Phillips, Davey Heskin, Lynton Jeffrey, Rager 

Phillips and Sawyer Phillips rounded out the top ten.  Brown set quick time, while Jeffrey, Jordyn Brazier and 

Terry McCarl won heats. 

  

“It wasn’t easy,” said Brown in Victory Lane.  “Kerry was setting a good pace there.  I got to him a couple 

times.  I just made a couple of mistakes and lost ground.  I apologize if I got into him.  I don’t think I did.  

There was plenty of room.  On the video, it looked like he got tight above the cushion.  It is what it is though.  

Some of you guys are booing now, but if we beat (Donny) Schatz next week, you’ll be cheering!” 

  

Mason Daniel, who won his first career feature in a sprint car here on June 16, led the 20-lap 360 main event 

early over Christian Bowman, Clint Garner, Ryan Giles and Calvin Landis.  Only two laps were in when 

Sawyer Phillips lost control and slid up the track.  Jon Agan tried to sneak between his car and the wall but 

didn’t make it.  He flipped into turn two.  He was uninjured. 

  

Garner shot into second on the restart, before McKenna Haase spun with six laps down.  Coming for the green, 

Daniel led Garner, Bowman, Giles and Landis.  Visitor Randy Hannagan had quietly moved from fourteenth up 

to eighth.  While Daniel took the low line in turn one on the restart, Garner saw a door open on the cushion.  

The seven-time track champ pounced into the lead and took Giles with him. 

  

Garner was back in lapped traffic by the twelfth circuit.  Hannagan continued his charge as well, but it would 

halt with four laps to go.  Nate Mills got sideways.  When Hannagan swerved to avoid, he made contact with 

Bowman, who he had just passed.  The two were done for the night. 

  

Up front, Garner pulled away for the $1,750 score, ahead of Giles, Daniel, Phillips, who came back from the 

tail, and Landis.  Matt Moro, Nate Van Haaften, Dylan Peterson, Devon Dobie and Haase completed the top 

ten.  Daniel set quick time, while Phillips and Bowman won heats. 

  

“I have to give thanks to the track crew,” said Garner in Victory Lane.  “To me it seems like it’d be easy to 

make it follow the leader.  But to leave just the right moisture and pack it in just right, and make it wide.  I was 

lapping a lot of cars out there and having a blast.  I was a little nervous for a minute.  I thought (Daniel) was 

going to get two in a row.  I wasn’t sure what I was going to do on the restart, but it worked out.”

Bridger set quick time for the 

eighth time in ten events, while Tyler Glass and Kline won heats.  Leavitt was caught up in a heat race mishap 

and underwent serious repairs to run the main event. 

  

“I think I saw (Jenkins) on the video board with a couple laps to go,” said Bridger in Victory Lane.  “I saw him 

in one and two (on the last lap), but luckily three and four was my fastest corner.  I struggled down in one and 

two.  I just feel lucky to race here, let alone win a championship (in 2017).  I’m just trying to keep the 

momentum going, keep winning races and see what’s next.” 

  

It was also Knoxville Raceway Hall of Fame inductions weekend.  Roger Arndt, Bob Brooks, Larry Cahill, 

Noel, Dean and Mike Chadd, Mike Fisher and Terry McCarl were all inducted at intermission ceremonies.

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (June 29, 2018) – Donny Schatz kicked off the Brownells Big Guns Bash weekend with a 

dominating win Friday night at Knoxville Raceway.  Though there was little doubt up front, fantastic racing 

behind the leader kept the large crowd gathered on their feet.  The win, aboard the Tony Stewart Racing #15, 



was worth $10,000 to the Fargo, North Dakota driver.  Seventeen-year-old Kelby Watt drove a great race late in 

the going to claim his second career feature win in the 305 class. 

  

Schatz earned the pole with a win in the Dash and led the 25-lap feature early, ahead of Lynton Jeffrey, Brooke 

Tatnell, Logan Schuchart and Brian Brown.  Brown moved by Schuchart for fourth on lap two, but with three 

laps down, made heavy contact with the turn two wall.  Jordyn Brazier slowed at the same time, bringing out 

the caution. 

  

Brown went to the work area, but the green was dropped with Schatz taking the inside line on Jeffrey on the 

double-file restart.  Contact between the two sent Jeffrey into a wicked series of flips.  Fortunately, he emerged 

unscathed.  The lengthy red flag period gave Brown’s crew time to repair his car to restart at the tail. 

  

The next restart was single-file, with Schatz leading Tatnell, Schuchart, Ian Madsen and Kerry Madsen.  

Schuchart grabbed second from Tatnell on lap eleven, as the leader entered lapped traffic.  Behind him, a 

furious battle for third involving three Aussies was taking place.  Ian Madsen emerged with the spot on lap 16, 

as Kerry followed him by Tatnell into fourth a lap later.  

  

David Gravel was also on the move after starting 11th.  He entered the top five with seven laps to go.  Ian 

Madsen continued his charge, passing Schuchart for second with five to go.  Gravel would gain two more 

positions as well, garnering third with three to go. 

  

Schatz’s win would come by 3.8 seconds over Ian Madsen.  They were followed by Gravel, Kerry Madsen and 

Schuchart.  Hard-charger Shane Stewart, Tatnell, Austin McCarl, Cory Eliason and Brad Sweet rounded out the 

top ten.  Kerry Madsen and Jeffrey set quick time in their respective flights.  The were both joined by Schatz 

and Ian Madsen as heat winners.  Schatz won the Dash and Dominic Scelzi took the B. 

  

An emotional tribute to the late Jason Johnson was played during opening ceremonies and there was a forty-one 

second moment of silence.  In addition, the missing man formation was displayed before the feature. 

  

“These guys (Schatz’s crew) are incredible at what they do,” said Schatz in Victory Lane.  “I’m just lucky to 

drive it.  Tonight, was probably one of the first nights I’ve ever asked myself…when I put the suit on…’Why?’  

Once I fired the car, everything made sense.  This is what I love to do and what everyone out here loves to do.  

Thank you to all the fans, racetrack, everybody.  It was a very shocking week, but I’m glad to be standing here 

now.  Words can’t describe it.” 

  

“(The crew) gave me a great racecar tonight,” said Ian Madsen.  “It took me a little while to get going, but once 

we kind of got rolling and could go wide open on the top, we really came alive.  It’s an awesome strong run to 

come home to Knoxville and get a second place.  I couldn’t be prouder of my team.” 

  

“We missed it a little bit qualifying,” said the third place Gravel.  “We finished third in the heat and that put us 

eleventh in the A main.  I felt we had a really good car in the heat race, but it was a little big too fast.  We had a 

really good car again.  I was confident that we were good.  I was able to pick off a couple of guys in the last 

laps.  We’re happy with where we ran tonight.  We’ll take the podium tonight and move on to tomorrow.” 

  

The 305 15-lap main event had a rough start when Casey Greubel turned over in turn three.  He was o.k.  Devin 

Kline shot out to the lead over Joe Simbro, Mike Mayberry, Matthew Stelzer and Eric Bridger.  Mayberry 

would shoot into second on lap two, before the leader Kline tumbled in turn two.  He was also uninjured. 

  

Now, with two laps down, Mayberry led Simbro, Stelzer, Bridger and Kelby Watt back to green. A blanket 

could have been thrown over the top five for several laps.  Finally Watt was able to use the high side to move by 

Bridger into fourth.  Stelzer would take second from Simbro on lap five with Watt in tow. 

  



A spin by a seventh running Ryan Leavitt slowed things with ten to go.  Mayberry led Stelzer, Watt, Simbro 

and Bridger back to green.  Bridger would move into fourth on the restart, but little else changed in the top five 

as they continued to race in tight formation.  Watt was making the high side work and slowly reeled in Stelzer.  

With three to go, he was able to get by him as the two made slight contact.  Two laps later, he would ride the 

high side to take the lead from Mayberry. 

  

Watt pulled away for his second career win ahead of Stelzer, who nabbed second on the last lap, Mayberry, 

Bridger and Simbro.  Evan Epperson, Leavitt, Mike Ayers, Chase Young and Brandon Worthington completed 

the top ten.  Young set quick time on the night, while Stelzer and Mayberry were heat winners. 

  

“I found the top and I was running that thing full throttle,” said Watt in Victory Lane.  “I was bouncing off the 

wall, and I kept it going.  Sorry to bounce into Stelzer there, but I was coming up the track and it’s been a few 

months.  This car could literally go anywhere that I wanted to go, thanks to my Dad and grandpa.  That thing 

was so fast.”

Ryan Giles Wins Weather-Shortened 360 Feature

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (June 30, 2018) – David Gravel won a thriller Saturday night at Knoxville Raceway in the 

finale of the weekend’s Brownells Big Guns Bash!  The Watertown, Connecticut driver’s win was his third 

career at Knoxville, and was worth $10,000 aboard the CJB Motorsports #5.  The 360 main event was shortened 

to 11 laps due to inclement weather in the area.  Ryan Giles picked up his second win of the season and the 

fourth in his career here. 

  

Donny Schatz led the 25-lap World of Outlaws main event early on ahead of a battle for second between Brad 

Sweet and Brian Brown.  Logan Schuchart was fourth and Cory Eliason fifth.  David Gravel asserted himself on 

the second go-around, surging from sixth to fourth.  Justin Henderson suffered damage to his right rear and 

came to a stop with three laps in. 

  

The double-file restart had Schatz choosing the inside line ahead of Sweet, Brown, Gravel, Schuchart and 

Eliason.  When the green fell, Gravel fought by Brown for third, and Schuchart used a slider to move into fourth 

two laps later.  

  

Sweet would reel in Schatz and slid in front of him to lead lap nine.  Meanwhile, Schuchart was losing power.  

Schatz battled back by for the point, but the move was negated when the yellow came out for Schuchart.  Sweet 

would choose the inside line on the restart with Schatz beside him, and Gravel behind. 

  

Gravel would duck under the entire front row heading into turn one and slide up into the lead.  Sweet and 

Schatz put on a furious battle the next few laps for second, while Brown rode in fourth.  Schatz would take the 

runner-up spot on lap 14.  As the leaders approached traffic for the first time, with seventeen laps down, Brooke 

Tatnell brought out the final caution when he stopped in turn three. 

  

On the restart, Gravel held off Schatz, but it wasn’t easy.  The two traded the lead briefly, before Gravel began 

to pull away to end over Schatz, Sweet, Brown and 23rd starting hard-charger Davey Heskin.  Ian Madsen, 

Shane Stewart (from 17th), Eliason, Brent Marks (from 24th) and Kerry Madsen rounded out the top ten.  Sweet 

and Schatz set quick time in their respective groups, while Brown, Eliason, Schatz and Terry McCarl won 

heats.  Schatz won the Dash and Kraig Kinser took the B main. 

  

“Who’s ready for Nationals?” said Gravel in Victory Lane.  “We have unfinished business here.  We were 

really good all day yesterday, but for qualifying.  We got ourselves in the Dash there.  We wanted to start 

further towards the front, and whoever had the lead there, Donny, me or Brad, I think that’s probably who was 

going to win the race.  Luckily, I was able to get by those guys on the restart.  I knew what he (Schatz on the 

second restart) was going to do.  I was thinking I was going to get a good enough start where he couldn’t roll 

around me.  I knew he was going to pick up the crumbles in two about halfway up.  I knew I had to hit my line.  

We just had enough.  He gave me room.  He’s a first-class racer.  I’m happy to race with him most of these 

nights.” 

  

The 18-lap 360 feature would ultimately be shortened.  Before a lap could get in, a tangle involving Brant 

O’Banion, Shayle Bade and Joe Beaver slowed things.  Ryan Giles would take the lead ahead of Nate Van 

Haaften, Matt Moro, Clint Garner and Calvin Landis early.  Both Moro and Garner would get by Van Haaften 

for second and third.  Thomas Kennedy moved into the top five by the third lap. 

  

Kennedy battled with Van Haaften, taking fourth on the sixth lap.  Meanwhile, Giles, Moro and Garner were 

headed for heavy lapped traffic.  Garner worked his way by Moro on lap nine.  Giles weaved through traffic 



before a lap eleven crash involving McKenna Haase, who appeared to have something break on the car.  The 

race was deemed complete with inclement weather in the area. 

  

Giles win came over Garner, Moro, Kennedy and Sawyer Phillips.  Landis, Van Haaften, Mason Daniel, Cody 

Ledger and Ryan Bickett completed the top five.  Van Haaften set quick time for the 360’s, while Phillips, 

Landis and Ledger won heats.

After a disappointing time trial the team changed engines for their heat 

race. Tatnell would win his heat easily but stopped immediately after taking the checkered flag with a fire in his 

car. Tatnell suffered minor burns to his legs and was able to start the feature but elected to park his #55 TK 

Concrete car after one lap to collect points.  

 

In the 360 class McKenna Haase took advantage of her front row starting spot and beat Ryan Giles to the lead 

going into turn one. Matt Moro was able to catch Haase midway as they raced through lapped traffic, passing 

her briefly before Haase made the pass back two corners later and retook the point. From there she had Moro, 

Giles, and Sawyer Phillips on her heals the rest of the way.

“There 

was much left on the bottom and I was like I don’t know if I can get that, but we did and very grateful and 

thankful for my crew who gave me such an awesome car and for everyone that makes it possible, just a really 

great win for our team!” 

 

The 305 feature was barn burner as well on this night. Eric Bridger who has won six times this season took off 

with the lead early and appeared to have the race in hand. Knoxville’s Ryan Leavitt started fifth and was able to 

climb to second early but wasn’t catching Bridger. With a handful of laps remaining Leavitt began working the 

low groove and found something that his car liked and he began reeling in the leader. At the white flag Leavitt 

was able to pull even with Bridger and make the winning pass entering turn one on the last lap and hold on for 

his second feature win of the season! 

 

“We have had a lot of speed and had weird things happen to us the past several weeks and I just can’t thank my 

guys enough,” said Leavitt. “We came from fifth to second right off the bat so I could really kind of focus on 

what Bridger’s weakness were and figure out how to beat him. I was expecting him to go to the top on the 

restart and he left it (bottom) open, but he ran perfect two or three laps and got away. But then I could see he 

was spinning his tires out of turn two and I just kept working my line and finally we got back up to him. I’m 

glad we were able to do that, this is an awesome win for us!”

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Austin McCarl Brings Home the Beef at Knoxville! 

Ryan Giles Makes Bacon in 360’s; Another Win for Eric Bridger in 305’s; Pat Graham Takes Dirt Truck

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (July 14, 2018) – Austin McCarl came from the fourth row to claim his fourth win of the 

year at Knoxville Raceway on South Central Coop Night at the Marion County Fair Saturday.  The win was 

worth $4,000, and in addition to the prize money, the TKS Motorsports #2KS team won a half beef.  Ryan Giles 

won half a hog for his third 360 win of the year, and Eric Bridger claimed his seventh feature of the season in 

the 305 class.  The Dirt Trucks made their annual appearance as well, and Pat Graham was the victor of that 15-

lap main event. 

  

Before a lap could be completed in the 20-lap 410 feature, Scott Bogucki spun in turn four.  AJ Moeller could 

not avoid him and suffered some front-end damage.  Both would restart, but Moeller would retire quickly.  

Once green, pole-sitter Tasker Phillips took the early lead, while Austin McCarl and last week’s feature winner, 

Matt Juhl made contact high in turn two.  Both would save their machines and continue. 

  

McCarl would jet from fifth to third on lap two before second running Jordyn Brazier slowed to a stop to bring 

out the caution.  Phillips led McCarl, Lynton Jeffrey, Davey Heskin and Carson McCarl back to green.  Jamie 

Ball would tag the wall on that restart and retire.  

  

Phillips had gotten a good start on that attempt, but Austin shot by him this time, and took the point.  Carson 

McCarl nabbed fourth, in a good battle with Davey Heskin, who would use the bottom to go from fifth to third.  

Austin McCarl was back in traffic by lap seven.  Meanwhile, a four-way battle for third ensued between 

Jefffrey, Heskin and Carson and Terry McCarl.  

  

Bogucki lost a driveline seven laps in, bringing another yellow flag.  Austin McCarl led Phillips, Jeffrey, 

Heskin and Carson McCarl back to green.  Austin would pull away unchallenged and spending the last eight 

laps in traffic.  Behind him, his brother Carson and father Terry were in a battle for fourth, with Terry taking the 

spot with two to go. 

  

At the stripe, Austin captured the half beef ahead of Tasker Phillips, father Terry who passed Jeffery on the last 

lap, and Carson McCarl.  Heskin, Brooke Tatnell, Mark Dobmeier, Juhl and Brazier completed the top ten.  

Terry McCarl registered quick time on the night, while also taking his heat race.  Dobmeier and Juhl claimed 

the other heats. 

  

“I thought (Tasker) would go to the top and he surprised me there,” said Austin of the races first restart, while 

standing in Victory Lane.  “He went to the bottom and protected the slider, and I would have done the same 

thing.  He caught me totally off guard.  I didn’t know what he was going to do on the second restart.  We had 

some close calls, both in the feature and the heat race.  We were just fortunate to come out of it.  I really wanted 

that cow man!  We have a great racecar on this slick track.  Four wins this year…coming in with zero…this has 

been a hell of a year so far.  I hope we can keep it up.  August is right around the corner.” 

  

A season-long battle between Ryan Giles and Clint Garner in the 360 class continued on Saturday.  Both started 

up front, ahead of a 31-car field.  Giles got the jump when the green dropped ahead of Garner, Jack Dover, 

Travis Rilat and Mason Daniel.  Things slowed for a spun Dylan Peterson on lap four.  Rilat used the restart to 

gain third, and Sawyer Phillips moved into the top five.  He would gain fourth from Dover on lap seven, and put 

on a good duel with Rilat for third. 

  

Giles smacked the turn four wall hard on lap ten but kept his #9 moving as he headed into lapped traffic.  One 

more caution appeared for an incident involving Cody Ledger and McKenna Haase.  Ledger would retire.  Giles 

was able to keep his momentum up front and win over Garner, Rilat, Dover and Sam Hafertepe Jr., who gained 



fifth with two to go.  Phillips, Jamie Ball, Daniel, Matt Moro and hard-charger Carson McCarl completed the 

top ten.  Jon Agan set quick time for the 360’s, while Moro, Joe Beaver, Ledger and Haase won heats.  Jason 

Martin took the B main. 

  

“That was a lot of fun,” said Giles, who made his sixth career trip to Victory Lane.  “I definitely respect that 

(Garner) gave me room there.  I tagged the wall coming out of turn four earlier in the race.  I didn’t know how 

bad it was.  I haven’t hit the wall with one of these before.  It was fun.  Hat’s off to everybody that makes this 

possible.” 

  

A zero draw for the feature invert, put 305 point leader, Eric Bridger, on the pole.  He would lead wire to wire 

in the non-stop 15-lap event.  The best racing was between rookie Mike Ayers and second-year driver Kelby 

Watt for the second spot.  Watt would finally wrangle the position, and finish there, ahead of Ayers, Jayce 

Jenkins and Ryan Leavitt.  Matthew Stelzer, Evan Epperson, Rob Kubli, Mike Mayberry and Chase Young 

rounded out the top ten.  Bridger also set quick time, while Kubli and Watt won heats. 

  

For Bridger, it was his seventh win of a dominating year.  It was the ninth in his career, putting him second on 

the all-time list here, behind only Devin Kline and his eleven wins. 

  

“We were debating all night about how tight we were going to (make the car),” said Bridger in Victory Lane.  “I 

think we got it right.  We had some good opportunities there.  I think the front row captured it tonight.  It was 

fun.  (Lapped traffic) made it interesting.” 

  

Myles Michehl has been turning in a solid year in the Dirt Trucks in central Iowa this season, and led their 15-

lap main event early on with Lou Sipolt and Shonn Mapes in tow.  Early on, however, sixth starting Pat Graham 

was a factor, snatching third on the second lap and second a circuit later. 

  

Graham would track Michehl down and the two would race hard the rest of the way.  Michehl still led ten laps 

in, when the only caution of the race flew for debris.  Two laps later, Graham would slide in front to take the 

lead.  He would close out his first career win at Knoxville over Michehl, former Knoxville sprint car regular 

Jeff Johnson, Rick Clark and Bryan Spangler.  Sipolt, Mapes, Jeff Frevert, Lucas Richardson, Del Enos and 

Justin Schroeder completed the field. 

  

“We’ve had a few battles the last few weekends,” said Graham afterwards.  “I thought I had a good run on 

(Michehl) in one and two, but then he switched lines.  I had to rethink my go-in and I think it worked out.  This 

racetrack is a blast.  I haven’t been here for a while, but we love coming here.  I’ve always loved racing here.  

It’s an awesome facility.”

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Brian Brown Wins a Wild One at Knoxville! 

Joey Saldana Strong in 360’s; Kelby Watt Picks Up His Second 305 Feature of Year

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (July 21, 2018) – Five lead changes highlighted a wild 410 feature 

at Knoxville Raceway on Saturday’s 3M Night.  After dueling with Austin McCarl, Brian Brown visited 

Victory Lane for the seventh time this season, and the 44th time in his career, eclipsing the great Earl Wagner 

for sixth on the all-time list.  The win was worth $4,000 for the Grain Valley, Missouri pilot, and came aboard 

his Casey’s General Stores/FVP #21.  Joey Saldana drove the Rudeen Racing #26 to his first career 360 win 



here, and seventeen-year-old Kelby Watt won for the second time this season and the third time in his career in 

the 305 class. 

  

Brown started in the second row and shot into the lead immediately in the 20-lap 410 main event, ahead of 

Austin McCarl, Terry McCarl and Kerry Madsen.  Brown jumped the cushion and Austin led briefly, but Brown 

was back in front at the line.  The leaders entered lapped traffic on lap seven. 

  

Brown would climb the back end of Clyde Knipp’s lapped car in turn two, and Austin pounced into the lead.  

The pair entered heavier lapped traffic on lap nine, and Brown slid back by for the point.  A lap later, Austin 

was back in front with a similar move.  

  

Austin was strong in lapped traffic and maintained his lead.  With five to go, Madsen slid by Terry McCarl for 

third, with the latter returning the move on lap 16.  At that point, fifth running Brooke Tatnell could not avoid 

the lapped machine of Chris Martin and tipped over.  He was o.k. 

  

The restart saw Austin McCarl leading Brown, Terry McCarl, Madsen and Cory Eliason.  Brown would trail 

Austin until lap four completing the lap, when he shot back into the lead for good.  On lap 18, Madsen slid in 

front of Terry McCarl for third.  Terry looked to return the favor in turns three and four.  He would climb the 

inside berm and his car drifted in front of Madsen.  Unable to brake in time, Madsen struck the rear bumper of 

McCarl’s car and tipped over.  RJ Johnson struck the stopped Madsen and flipped wildly into turn four.  

Fortunately, both were uninjured. 

  

Brown would pull away for the win, ahead of Austin McCarl, a late closing Eliason, Davey Heskin and Terry 

McCarl.  Hard-charger Dominic Scelzi, Joey Saldana, Spencer Bayston, Matt Juhl and Carson McCarl rounded 

out the top ten.  Brown set quick time over the 33-car field, while Bayston, Heskin, Knipp and Eliason won 

heats.  Josh Schneiderman won the B main. 

  

“My crew chief Chad Morgan is a brother to me,” said Brown in Victory Lane.  “He lost his brother yesterday.  

This was for the whole Morgan family.  C.W. was a great guy.  To put this car in Victory Lane for Chad and his 

family, was what this was all about.  I knew we had to make something happen there, and that was probably one 

of my sloppiest races in some time.  I got over the cushion there, and almost crashed it.  I almost ran over 

Clyde, and almost anything stupid you could do, I probably did it.  I’m not to proud of that performance, and 

I’ve got to clean it up if we’re going to have a chance here in a couple of weeks.  Austin in the other Casey’s 

car…you guys are seeing talent develop in front of your eyes.” 

  

Things got off to a slow start in the 360 18-lap feature.  Thomas Kennedy had his wing mounts come loose.  

Fortunately, he kept the car under him in turn one, but he was done for the night.  Joey Saldana stormed to the 

lead early, over Cory Eliason, Sam Hafertepe Jr., Ryan Giles and Jon Agan. 

  

The leader entered lapped traffic on the seventh lap, but a caution for debris cleaned the track in front of him, 

just as Eliason was pressuring for the point.  With eleven laps to go, Saldana led Eliason, Hafertepe, Giles and 

Agan back to green.  

  

Wayne Johnson was able to move into the top five at that point, but Saldana did a masterful job the last five laps 

in traffic to take the win.  Eliason held on for second ahead of Hafertepe, Giles and Johnson.  Clint Garner, 

Dominic Scelzi, Agan, Lee Grosz and Sawyer Phillips completed the top ten.  Saldana also set quick time over 

the 36-car field, with Ryan Roberts, Kennedy, Calvin Landis and Jamie Ball scoring heat wins.  Blake Hahn 

claimed the B main. 

  

“Right before the yellow, we had a lapped car almost stop in front of us,” said Saldana in Victory Lane.  “When 

you have a clean race going, you don’t want to do anything stupid.  I just tried to be smart, but not give up a 

spot.  Luckily, Tyler and the guys did a great job.  The car was fast.  We don’t get to do this very often (run the 



360), so it’s nice to come here and run this car and this motor.  Hopefully, we’ll be a little bit better when we 

come for the 360 Nationals.” 

  

Kelby Watt shot to the point at the beginning of the 15-lap 305 finale.  Matthew Stelzer followed him on lap 

one, but it was Mike Mayberry who used the cushion to jet into second on lap two.  Six laps in, Chris Horton 

would tip over.  He was uninjured.  When trying to restart, Ryan Leavitt failed to gain power and also had to 

retire. 

  

Watt headed for the bottom of turn one when the green fell, but Mayberry proved the high line was best and 

took the point.  A lap later, another red flew when Vance Weber got upside down in a fracas that also involved 

Jeff Wilke and Joe Simbro, who both restarted.  

  

Mayberry continued his lead, ahead of Watt, Stelzer, Eric Bridger and Chase Young with eight to go.  After 

starting eleventh, Jayce Jenkins was also on the move, and grabbed fifth with four to go.  Up front, Watt tracked 

down Mayberry.  When Mayberry slipped above the cushion in turn two on lap 13, Watt was ready with a slide 

job in turn three and made it stick to grab the point again. 

  

Watt would hold on for the win ahead of Mayberry, Stelzer, the hard-charger Jenkins and Bridger.  Chase 

Young, Brandon Worthington, Evan Epperson, Casey Greubel and Mike Ayers rounded out the top ten.  

Bridger claimed his tenth quick time award of the year, while Stelzer and Epperson were heat winners. 

  

“I made a mistake on that restart,” said Watt of the first caution flag.  “I went to the bottom thinking it would be 

the best way around, but it wasn’t.  Mike got me around the outside.  Ever since then, I thought I have nine laps 

left, or eight laps left, and I’m going to try my hardest.  I saw him mess up on the top, and I said I have to go for 

it on this corner right here.  I threw it in there as hard as I could and hoped it would stick.”

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (July 28, 2018) – Kerry Madsen took home $5,000 for his charge from the seventh row to 

victory Saturday night at the Knoxville Raceway with the All Star Circuit of Champions on Weiler Night.  It 

was the series first appearance at Knoxville since 2011.  With 56 cars in the field, the St. Mary’s, New South 

Wales, Australia native earned his twentieth career win at the famous half-mile oval aboard the Tod Quiring 

#2m.  Clint Garner topped a 44-car field in the 360 class.  The Sioux Falls, South Dakota driver will try to 

defend his 2017 Knoxville 360 Nationals title next weekend. 
  
The feature for the All Stars got off to a rough start, when a slow pace on the parade lap saw cars stacking up.  

Austin McCarl got the worst end of the situation, and ended up spinning to a stop with top wing damage.  Once 

the 25-lap event was green, Matt Juhl took the point ahead of Terry McCarl, Brooke Tatnell, Lynton Jeffrey and 

Carson Macedo.  
  
Sammy Swindell made an early move from sixth to fourth early, before Trey Starks found himself upside down 

in turn one with three laps in the books.  He was o.k.  The restart saw Juhl leading Terry McCarl, Tatnell, 

Swindell and Chad Kemenah.  Swindell would gain third when the green fell.  Juhl and McCarl separated 

themselves a bit from the pack, but on the twelfth lap, the leader slowed and exited with a driveline issue. 
  
McCarl assumed the lead by a healthy margin.  Disaster struck with 14 laps down, however.  McCarl jumped 

the turn one cushion and flipped hard into turn two.  He walked away from the crash.  Now Swindell assumed 

the lead ahead of Kemenah, Tatnell, Kerry Madsen (up from 13th) and Paul McMahan.  Tatnell moved into 

second on the restart, but Madsen was on the move, and slid from fourth to second on lap 16. 
  
A great race for the lead developed with Swindell and Madsen swapping the point twice.  Madsen would finally 

lead on lap 20.  A final caution came out for Macedo, who blew his right rear tire with three to go.  On that 

restart, Sam Hafertepe Jr. had issues and spun. 
  
Madsen would pull away to win his second All Star show in as many nights over Swindell, Kemenah, Brian 

Brown and Tatnell.  Spencer Bayston, hard-charger Dominic Scelzi, Aaron Reutzel, Cory Eliason and 

McMahan rounded out the top ten.  McMahan set quick time over the large field, while Hafertepe, Juhl, Lynton 

Jeffrey, Macedo and Brown won heats.  Tony Stewart was the D main winner, while Rager Phillips won the C, 

Gio Scelzi took the B, and Juhl and Terry McCarl claimed the Dashes. 
  
“He will not go away, will he?” said Madsen in Victory Lane of his battle with Swindell.  “He’s an absolute 

legend and one of my heroes growing up.  I can’t believe he’s still going.  Everyone asks what’s been wrong 

with us.  We’ve actually been quick, but we haven’t caught many breaks.  Last night (at Jackson Motorplex in 

Minnesota) was a great night, and Guy Forbrook has been working hard.  That thing was a rocket ship tonight.  

Obviously, to win a race like this you have to have a great racecar.  This is a good time to get good.” 
  
“We weren’t in this car until Thursday night, and we’ve had some things to work on,” said Swindell of his 

Thone Motorsports #59 team.  “Our Dashes we seem to back up, but we seem to get a lot better for the main.  

That was a heck of a start on the first lap.  We were able to get by Brown there on the berm.  We were able to 

get to fourth right away.  There’s a few things we struggled with towards the end, but it’s a heck of a start with 

this team.  At my age, we’re not supposed to be doing this, but we’re proving them wrong every night.” 
  
“I think we got better in the long runs,” said Kemenah.  “I messed up on the one restart.  We’ve kind of 

struggled all year long, so this deal here can give us some momentum coming into a pretty important week 

coming up here.  The last few races we’ve been getting better, and we’ll just keep plugging away.” 
  
The non-stop 360 feature was also entertaining.  Aussie Scott Bogucki led the 18-lapper early over Nate Van 

Haaften, Clint Garner and Jamie Ball.  Garner quickly took second from Van Haaften.  Behind them, Jamie 

Ball, Sawyer Phillips and Gio Scelzi were slicing and dicing for position.  Ball and Phillips exchanged fourth a 

number of times, while Scelzi moved into third, passing both of them on lap eight. 



  
The leaders were in lapped traffic by the ninth circuit, and two laps later, Bogucki was slowed behind a lapper 

on the cushion.  Garner pounced into the lead and pulled away from there.  His 38th 360 win here came ahead of 

Bogucki, Scelzi, Phillips and a hard-charging Terry McCarl (from 18th).  Thomas Kennedy, Ball, Skylar Gee, 

Van Haaften and Calvin Landis completed the top ten.  Van Haaften set quick time, while Dylan Peterson, 

Brooke Tatnell, Tom Lenz, McCarl and Matt Covington won heats.  Blake Hahn was the C main winner, and 

Ryan Giles claimed the B. 
  
“It was a good race,” said Garner in Victory Lane.  “I was so happy to be up front in that thing.  Just last 

weekend, I qualified bad, and I know how easy that can happen.  I’m just grateful to be here.  It’s so hard to do.  

There were good cars.  When I caught (Matt) Moro as a lapped car, I knew better than even to attempt to make 

a move.  He’s just in the back.  He was hauling the mail.  It was just about starting positions at that point.”

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It’s “O Canada” as Thomas Kennedy Wins Night #1 at the 360 Knoxville Nationals!

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (August 2, 2018) – Thomas Kennedy held off a late and furious charge from veteran 

Sammy Swindell to become the first Canadian 360 feature winner at Knoxville Raceway Thursday night! The 

win came in Night #1 of the 28th Annual Knoxville 360 Nationals presented by Great Southern Bank. 

Thursday’s top five point getters for Saturday’s finale include Brian Brown (484), Greg Hodnett (482), 

Kennedy (473), Jamie Ball (467) and Mason Daniel (464). 

 

Kennedy shot out from his starting spot outside row one to lead early in the 20-lap main event. Daniel settled 

into second, ahead of Ball, Scott Bogucki and Joe Beaver. Brown moved into the top five on lap two before 

sixth-running Tasker Phillips smacked the turn two wall. He was uninjured but done.  

 

Kennedy led the field back to green in the only caution of the race. A furious battle for fifth ensued as Greg 

Hodnett began pressuring Brown and taking the spot on lap eight. Both were pressuring Bogucki for the fourth 

spot. Eleventh starting Sammy Swindell was waiting patiently behind the melee in front of him. He passed 

Brown, Hodnett and Bogucki for fourth in one fell swoop in turns three and four on lap eleven! He then put Ball 

behind him for third. 

 

The lead pair had gotten away, but they were slowed by traffic. Daniel closed on the leader, but Swindell was 

coming faster. He reeled them in, and after taking the white flag, shot by Daniel for second. His run low through 

three and four looked fast enough to make a dramatic pass for the lead, but Kennedy came down the track to 

block and secured his $3,000 win! 

 

Following Kennedy across the line were Swindell, Daniel, Brown and Ryan Giles (from 15th). Hodnett, hard-

charger Dominic Scelzi (from 22nd), Ball, Shane Golobic and Cory Eliason rounded out the top ten. Tony 

Stewart set quick time over the 43-car field, while McKenna Haase, Giles, Seth Brahmer, Jonathan Cornell and 

Sam Hafertepe Jr. won heat races. Stewart claimed the B main. 

 

“I was having a tough time in lapped traffic,” said Kennedy in Victory Lane. “Sam (Hafertepe) and everyone 

else seemed to be the same pace I was. I knew I was losing a lot of momentum. I looked at the board and saw 

the #3 car was there. That’s the veteran of the veterans on this track. When I saw him underneath coming for the 

checkered, I thought, ‘There’s no way your passing me!’ We’ve been the best here this year, then we’ve ever 

been in the past. To be up here means a lot!” 

 

“I was right there,” said Swindell. “If he hadn’t of come down and I got off the gas, we had him off the corner. 

The guys were racing hard back there. They were sliding all over, and I kept getting frustrated. (Bogucki) kind 

of slid in there and locked everyone up. I was the only one on the bottom and that thing opened up. We passed 

three cars there on the bottom. That’s all we needed. I knew when we got by the #33, that we were making good 

time heading into three. This car has been good. The last couple of months, we’ve been first or second, but 

we’ve had too many seconds.” 

 

“We were catching (Kennedy) in lapped traffic,” said Daniel. “I was able to close in and I tried to cut down in 

two. I was spinning my tires, and Sammy was able to catch us and the last lap got by us. It’s a really big show

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (August 3, 2018) – Carson Macedo will always remember his first win 

at Knoxville Raceway!  Saturday night, aboard the Jason Johnson Racing #41, the Lemoore, California native 

brought home an emotional victory that had the crowd on its feet on Night #2 of the 28th Annual Knoxville 360 

Nationals presented by Great Southern Bank.

A slight slowdown by Saldana was enough for 

Macedo to make his winning move.  While Macedo maneuvered lapped traffic well, McCarl reeled in Saldana 

in a battle for second.  The two would make contact, but Saldana would maintain his second place standing 

behind McCarl, Kaeding and Scelzi.

My car was awesome anywhere I 

went.  We’ve just got to build on it.  Hopefully, we can keep this speed tomorrow night.  My car was so stable, I 

could just run over the cushion and come off.  I can’t say enough about what an honor it is to drive this racecar.  

To be standing on the same stage that Jason Johnson was…this wasn’t the 410 Nationals but to fill this seat is 

definitely an honor.” 
  
“Honestly, I know Carson is a hell of a racecar driver, but I’d say he had a good co-pilot in Jason Johnson,” said 

Saldana, who will sit on the championship pole Saturday night.  “They just did a great job all night.  It’s hard to 

put a driver in someone else’s car and run well.  They did something pretty extraordinary tonight.  I felt like the 

Rudeen car was good tonight.  We showed we had speed, but it just wasn’t meant to be.  He just beat me.  He 

put his car in the right spot and I didn’t.  I’ve lost a few races that way here.  You just try to learn from your 

mistakes and hopefully, we don’t do that tomorrow.”

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (August 4, 2018) – Terry McCarl re-passed Carson Macedo with two to go to win his fifth 

career Knoxville 360 Nationals presented by Great Southern Bank Saturday night at Knoxville Raceway.  The 

win was worth $15,000 to the Altoona, Iowa native aboard the TMAC Motorsports #24 “Franken-A.R.T.” a 

combination of two 2013 A.R.T. chassis.  
  
Joey Saldana took off from the pole to lead early over McCarl, Brian Brown, Greg Hodnett and Gio Scelzi.  

Carson Macedo, who got a bit of a slow start, entered the top five when he passed Scelzi on lap four.  McCarl 

reeled in Saldana and passed him high in turn two to take the lead on lap five.  With eight laps in the books, 

Brooke Tatnell contacted Jamie Ball, with the latter flipping hard in turn two.  He was uninjured. 
  
McCarl shot back in front when the green fell, ahead of Saldana, Brown, Hodnett and Macedo.  Macedo slid 

past Hodnett for fourth.  Wayne Johnson, who was running tenth, slowed with a magneto issue, bringing 

caution on lap 11.  That negated a Brown pass of Saldana for second.  Macedo used the restart to get by Brown 

and take over third. 
  
A red flag stopped things again when Scott Bogucki and Cole Duncan, who tipper over, tangled.  Both were 

o.k.  When the green flew again, Macedo slid by Saldana for the second spot and began reeling in the leader.  

Brown would get by Saldana for third with ten to go.  
  
On lap 17, Macedo shot by McCarl to take the lead.  Brown would follow him a lap later.  The third place, 

McCarl, began searching the racetrack, and found something on the low side.  He reeled Brown back in and 

passed him for second with three to go.  A lap later, he would shoot by the cushion riding Macedo to take the 

lead. 
  
McCarl would prevail for the eighth time in his 360 career here over Macedo, Brown, Saldana and Thomas 

Kennedy.  Hodnett, Gio Scelzi, Cory Eliason, Dominic Scelzi and Tim Kaeding rounded out the top ten.  

Sawyer Phillips was the D main winner, Jonathan Cornell took the C main, and Shane Golobic claimed the B.  

Crashes in both the C and B mains saw Tyler Blank and McKenna Haase take rides, but both were uninjured. 
  
Macedo won a pair of awards.  The highest finishing Rookie of the race also had his Jason Johnson Racing #41 

voted as the “Best Appearing” car.  Tatnell won a steering wheel from MPI for his hard-charger efforts (22nd to 

11th). 
  
“I used my tires up pretty hard there early racing with Joey,” said McCarl in Victory Lane.  “I was a little 

conservative and got loose there.  Sometimes it’s better to be leading and sometimes it isn’t.  When I dropped 

back to third, I had nothing to lose.  It doesn’t matter if you are third, fourth or fifth, you come to win.  I was 

able to move around.  The guys out front were kind of sitting ducks and couldn’t move around like that.  I found 

the bottom, and I was thinking, ‘Please don’t move down.’  I have to thank Don Long and Jaymie Moyle.  I’m 

so happy to win for them.” 
  
“My racecar was really fast,” said Macedo.  “I had a blast driving this car this weekend.  I can’t say enough 

about this whole family and this team.  It’s really cool.  I initially got a little bit of a bad start, but I was able to 

get to the top and pick some guys off.  Late in the race, I could really slide across, catch the cushion and drive 

off.  When I got by Terry, I tried to get up there and stay as straight as I could.  He found the bottom and was 

able to get by me.” 
  
“If they didn’t like that race, I don’t know what else we can do to put on a good show,” said Brown.  “I really 

thought once I got by Terry, I found the rubber a couple lanes down in three and four.  Carson hadn’t found it 

yet, and the next thing you know, here comes Terry.  He’s a veteran here and he knows where to look.  I was 

afraid to go to the bottom and lose my opportunity with Carson.  My hat’s off to my team.” 
  
Watt Wins With 305’s 



  
Devin Kline led a thrilling 15-lap 305 sprint car feature early over Kelby Watt and Matthew Stelzer.  Eric 

Bridger would take the third spot on the second lap, but all eyes were on the front! 
  
Kline and Watt exchanged the lead eight times.  Kline led laps one and two, four, six and ten, while Watt led 

circuits three, five, eight and 11 through 15.  Throughout the event, Watt rode the cushion, while Kline stuck 

mainly to the bottom groove.  The two made contact on lap six with the result being Watt losing a side panel on 

his nose wing.  
  
It didn’t deter the 17-year-old youngster from picking up his third win of the season and fourth of his career in 

the non-stop event.  Kline settled for second, ahead of a late closing Jayce Jenkins, Bridger and Ryan Leavitt.

Kyle Larson, who finished third, was high point 

driver of the night, followed by Donny Schatz, who drove from 21st to fifth, and had to make his way to the 

main event through the B main. 

  

Hodnett led early over Brock Zearfoss, Shaffer, Lucas Wolfe and Gio Scelzi.  Scelzi moved into fourth on lap 

two, while Larson entered the top five.  Hodnett was getting into lapped traffic, when Jamie Ball could not 

avoid Clyde Knipp in turn four and turned over.  He was uninjured.  

  

Shaffer snuck under Zearfoss to take over second on the restart, and Scelzi and Larson followed him into third 

and fourth shortly thereafter.

With six laps to go, Dominic Scelzi’s top ten 

run ended when he stopped on the frontstretch. 

  

Hodnett took the field back to green ahead of Shaffer, Larson, Scelzi and Wolfe.  Donny Schatz and Ian 

Madsen, who had to advance through the B main came from the back of the field, used restarts to surge through 

the field and salvage good point nights.  

  

In the end, Shaffer would make a late charge, but Hodnett was too strong in the Mike Heffner #27.  Shaffer 

finished second, ahead of Larson, Gio Scelzi and Schatz.

“Our car was really tight on exit, so 

it made it hard to be smooth and consistent anywhere I ran.  All in all, it was a good night.  We came and did 

what we had to do.  Last year, I was a little nervous after Wednesday, having to talk to Chip (Ganassi), but 

we’re good to come back Saturday this year.”

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (August 9, 2018) – Brad Sweet picked up where he left off in Sunday’s Weld Racing 

Capitani Classic presented by Great Southern Bank, by dominating the Thursday Toyota Night qualifier for the 

58th Annual 5-hour ENERGY Knoxville Nationals presented by Casey’s General Stores.  The Grass Valley, 



California native took home $12,000 for his win in the Kasey Kahne Racing #49.  Sweet also secured himself 

the pole position for Saturday night’s $150,000 championship event.  He will be flanked by Ohio’s Chad 

Kemenah, while the second row will be comprised of Wednesday high point drivers Kyle Larson and Donny 

Schatz. 
  
Sweet started sixth in the 25-lapper, but wasted no time in getting to the front.  He had the lead by turns three 

and four, ahead of Mark Dobmeier, Rico Abreu, Terry McCarl and Jacob Allen.  Josh Schneiderman smacked 

the wall on the backstretch and slowed to a stop to bring a caution one lap in.  Sammy Swindell spun a lap later, 

but fortunately, just avoided tipping over.  
  
The rest of the event went green.  Sweet led the field back to green ahead of Abreu, who had passed Dobmeier, 

McCarl and Allen.  Tim Kaeding moved into the top five on the restart, and then grabbed fourth from McCarl 

on lap four.  David Gravel, who started 13th shot from sixth to fourth on lap five.  Two circuits later, he worked 

by Dobmeier for third. 
  
Sweet jetted into lapped traffic on lap nine.  He built a huge lead over Abreu that eclipsed four seconds with ten 

to go.  There was no stopping the “Big Cat”, who took the checkers ahead of Abreu, Gravel, Kaeding and 

McCarl.  Chad Kemenah, Cory Eliason, hard-charger Shane Stewart (from 23rd), quick timer Carson Macedo 

and Kraig Kinser rounded out the top ten.  Sam Hafertepe Jr., Chris Martin, Dave Blaney, Swindell and Eliason 

won heat races.  Don Droud Jr. took the C main, while Macedo claimed the B. 
  
“That was fun,” said Sweet in Victory Lane, who will also receive $2,000 from SprintCarUnlimited.com for 

earning Saturday’s pole.  “The car has been on rails all weekend.  The job is only half done now.  We’re 

obviously in good position on Saturday night.  That’s what it’s all about.  I think we made a little bit of a 

statement tonight.  We by far had the best car.  I feel like they’re going to be gunning for us on Saturday, so we 

just need to do our job.  I feel like coming to (races like the Capitani Classic)…it doesn’t pay a lot and the 

competition is so tough…I need that extra track time.  I’m not Donny Schatz.  We’ve been tuning on this 

racecar.” 
  
“That felt good,” said Abreu.  “We just keep getting our car better and better.  Thanks to all the fans…it’s cool 

to see this place packed.  It’s cool to be in this environment.  There’s no place in the world that creates so much 

energy.  It’s a lot like the Chili Bowl…and both are races we’ve had success at.  Three years in a row to be 

locked in the A main, it just shows how good this team is.” 
  
“We had kind of a disappointing day qualifying,” said Gravel.  “We really needed to win that heat race.  It just 

wasn’t a good night point-wise.  We had a really good car early in that A main.  It wasn’t what we wanted, but 

we made the best of it.  We’ll move on, we just needed to qualify better.” 
  
Two firsts for the Knoxville Nationals occurred.  Gio Scelzi, just 16 years, eight months and 14 days old this 

Saturday, will become the youngest driver to ever qualify for the championship event.

Dominic Scelzi Cashes in “Golden Ticket” with World Challenge Win

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (August 10, 2018) – Logan Schuchart took a big step towards redeeming himself with his 

first career win at the Knoxville Raceway in Friday’s FVP “Hard Knox” Night at the 58th Annual 5-hour 

ENERGY KnoxvilleNationals.  After being disqualified Wednesday for not visiting the scales in a transfer spot, 

the Hanover, Pennsylvania native won a spirited duel with Brian Brown to claim the win and a guaranteed spot 

in Saturday night’s $150,000 to win championship event.  Brown will join him in the “Big Dance” along with 

Paul McMahan and Matt Juhl as the top four finishers (full Saturday lineups below). 
  
Schuchart grabbed the early lead in the 25-lap main event, ahead of Brown, McMahan and Sheldon 

Haudenschild.  When Haudenschild got sideways on the second lap, Juhl shot into fourth.  On lap five, Brown 

rode the cushion by Schuchart for the first of four lead changes.  The leaders entered lapped traffic on lap eight, 

and Juhl got by McMahan for third. 
  
Schuchart found his way back to the point in heavy lapped traffic on the tenth circuit before Spencer Bayston 

got into the turn one wall.  Haudenschild grabbed the final transfer from Juhl on the restart, in a battle that was 

every bit as good as the one for the lead.  Juhl would snatch it back at the halfway point.  
  
Brown would recapture the lead with ten to go, but Schuchart would rebound to regain the fore for good a lap 

later.  Both Haudenschild and Jamie Veal pressed Juhl for the coveted fourth position.  Haudenschild would 

shoot by for the spot, but a ride over the inside berm in turn three would give the spot back to Juhl. 
  
Up front, Schuchart pulled away in traffic, and took Brown, McMahan and Juhl with him to Saturday night’s 

championship event.  Haudenschild finished sixth and will start 11th in Saturday’s B.  Veal, Sammy Swindell, 



Davey Heskin, Hunter Schuerenberg and Brent Marks rounded out the top ten.  Schuchart and Brown set quick 

times over their respective groups, while Clint Garner, Don Droud Jr., Josh Schneiderman, Brown, McMahan 

and Haudenschild won heat races.  Sam Hafertepe Jr. and Bayston took the B mains. 
  
“If anyone was going to ask, I know where the scales are now,” said a happy Schuchart in Victory Lane.  “My 

leader of this team (grandfather Bobby Allen who is in the hospital) has taught me its not about how you get 

knocked down, it’s how you get back up.  He’s taught Jacob (Allen) and I since we were young kids if you 

work hard enough, you can get to where you want to go.  He’s the man and a champion.  He won this thing in 

1990 with little to nothing.  He’s my hero, and it’s weird him not being here.  It’s the first race my grandpa has 

not been at since I was about ten years old.  I know he’s watching, and he’s proud.  He’s got both his cars in the 

A main tomorrow night.” 
  
“I’ve never been so happy to run second in my life at Knoxville,” said Brown.  “Logan…he does a phenomenal 

job, night in and night out.  We were racing so hard.  I knew I was using my tires up pretty good.  I’m just 

happy.  If you knew what we went through the last forty hours, you would cringe.  It shows you to work hard 

and never give up.  We start 18th tomorrow, and I’m ready.  After last night, I figured there’d be no way.  We 

had a vibration and figured out what it was.” 
  
“I just can’t thank my guys enough,” said an emotional McMahan.  “To be here at Knoxville, and put it in the 

show, I’m so blessed.  Our team is just a bunch of misfits that give me a hell of a racecar every night.  My 

wife’s not here, so that’s hard for me right now.  My son and my daughter are here, my mom and dad and my 

brother are here.  We’ve got the whole family here.” 
  
“It’s unbelievable and a dream come true,” said Juhl of his first Knoxville Nationals A main start.  “My guys 

worked their tails off.  This is a phenomenal place to come to (and race weekly).  I drive five hours every week 

to come here, and we will keep doing it.  It’s awesome to come down here and you get treated so well.  It sets 

you up for the Nationals too.” 
  
Wild World Challenge 
  
The Speed Sport World Challenge was a wild affair that saw Dominic Scelzi earn a “Golden Ticket” as 

Saturday night’s 25th starter in the Knoxville Nationals championship event.  Allan Woods would tip over 

before a lap could be completed, and when Jordyn Brazier exited, it left just sixteen entries. 
  
Brooke Tatnell led from the pole early over Skylar Gee, Scelzi, James McFadden and Cory Eliason.  Scelzi 

would slide by Gee for second on lap four.  McFadden would follow him into third three laps later, before the 

United Kingdom’s Tom Harris stopped in turn four. 
  
Scelzi would use the restart to slide by Tatnell.  McFadden followed him into second, while Austin McCarl 

moved into fourth.  Tatnell would get over the turn one cushion and spin ten laps in.  Carson Macedo, Kerry 

Madsen and Ian Madsen took evasive maneuvers to avoid him, with Ian suffering some right front damage. 
  
Scelzi led McFadden, McCarl, Tim Kaeding and Gee back to green.  Kaeding was on the move and used the 

low side to gain third on the restart.

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (August 11, 2018) – Brad Sweet completed a sweep of three events in seven days at 

the Knoxville Raceway, with his popular victory in front of a sellout crowd in the finale of the 58th Annual 5-

hour ENERGY KnoxvilleNationals presented by Casey’s General Stores.  The win was worth $150,000 for the 

Grass Valley, California native and came aboard the Kasey Kahne Racing #49 team.  The biggest win in sprint 

car racing was preceded by wins for Sweet in Thursday’s qualifying night, and Sunday’s Capitani Classic. 

  

The parade lap for the finale was paced by the Jason Johnson Racing #41.  When the green flew, Sweet took off 

from the pole and led early in the 50-lapper over fellow front row starter, Chad Kemenah, Donny Schatz, Aaron 

Reutzel and Kyle Larson.  Larson moved by both Reutzel and Schatz to take third by lap three.  Undeterred, 

Schatz worked back by Larson on lap six. 

  

Sweet was in lapped traffic by the seventh circuit.  Schatz took to the cushion, passing Kemenah for second on 

lap nine.  Larson followed him into third on lap ten.  Sweet built a lead of 3.8 seconds on lap 15, while Larson 

and Schatz engaged in an epic duel behind him.  Meanwhile, Kemenah and Reutzel were also battling for 

fourth. 

  

Rico Abreu was running ninth when he tipped over in turn four on lap 19.  He was uninjured.  Sweet led Schatz, 

Larson, Reutzel and Kemenah back to green.  Larson slid in front of Schatz for second, before the field stopped 

for the mandatory red flag period on lap 25.  At the time, the top ten included Sweet, Larson, Schatz, Kemenah, 

Reutzel, Tim Shaffer, Carson Macedo, Kerry Madsen, Shane Stewart and Ian Madsen. 

  

Reutzel jumped into fourth, and Macedo cracked the top five on lap 27.  Sweet missed his mark on lap 28, and 

Larson got by for a pair of laps, before “The Big Cat” took control again.  He was in lapped traffic and pulling 

away again on lap 34.  Schatz reeled in Larson, passing him with nine to go. 

  

While Schatz’s car was getting better and sizing up Sweet, Kerry Madsen crashed with two to go while running 

eighth.  That set up a two-lap Dash to the checkers. 

  



Sweet hit his marks perfectly, and edged Schatz by .133 of a second.  Larson, Reutzel and Tim Kaeding 

followed.  Macedo, Kemenah, Logan Schuchart, Shane Stewart and hard-charger David Gravel rounded out the 

top ten.  Dave Blaney won the D main, Sam Hafertepe Jr. claimed the C main, and Parker Price-Miller took the 

B main. 

  

Special awards included the Jesse Hockett “Mr. Sprint Car” Award won by Carson Macedo, and Rookie of the 

Nationals, won by Gio Scelzi.  The Best Appearing Car went to Sheldon Haudenschild, followed by Terry 

McCarl and Brian Brown.  Best Appearing Crew went to the Jason Johnson Racing #41, followed by the 

Stenhouse/Marshall #17 team and the Tony Vermeer Racing #55. 

  

“How about that sh*t boys and girls?” asked an excited Sweet in Victory Lane.  “I held off two of the best in the 

business.  This car was flying all weekend.  It wasn’t easy against the hardest competition in the world.  I made 

a few mistakes.  I wasn’t sure if I wanted that (late red) or I didn’t.  Donny was breathing down my neck.  I 

thought I better hit these two laps on the bottom perfect.  They weren’t perfect, but they were good enough to 

get the win!  I was uptight and nervous all day.  That video of Jason Johnson came on (in pre-race ceremonies), 

and I teared up.  My mind went really calm.  I knew what Jason would do…just run the sh*t out of it!  That’s 

what I did.  I sure hope he’s looking down smiling.  I dreamed about the feeling he had when he won it.  It’s 

unbelievable!  I just want to cry, faint, hug, kiss and drink lots of beer!” 

  

“We were good at the end,” said Schatz.  “We just had to go where he wasn’t.  That yellow helped us with two 

to go and gave us a chance.

Shane Clanton moved into fourth 

by lap two.  When Jeremiah Hurst came to a stop with three laps down, Zeigler led Chad Simpson, Erb, Clanton 

and Jimmy Owens.  
  
Owens moved into fourth on the restart, while Erb found his way by Simpson for second on lap five.  Kyle 

Bronson went up in smoke eight laps in, bringing another caution.  That negated a move from fifth to third by 

Clanton.  
  
Zeigler led until the Pennsylvanian jumped the cushion in turn four on lap 17.  Erb cruised by to take the 

lead.  Simpson followed him a lap later into the runner-up spot.  A final yellow flag flew for Bobby Pierce with 

seven laps to go.  Erb led Simpson, Zeigler, Clanton and Owens at the time.  
  
Pearson would surge from sixth to third when the green flag flew.  As Erb pulled away in the late stages, 

Pearson sized up Simpson for second.  In the last corner, he performed a slide job that fell a bit short.  Despite 

making heavy contact, Pearson and Simpson would follow Erb to the finish line in second and third.  Owens, 

Frank Heckenast Jr., Scott Bloomquist, Brandon Sheppard, Chase Junghans, Chris Simpson and Zeigler would 

round out the top ten. 
  
“I’ve dreamed about this for I don’t even know how long,” said an emotional Erb in Victory Lane.  “It’s been a 

long year and a lot of stuff has happened.  Everyone who has helped me mean a lot.  This is the sweetest feeling 

I’ve felt in my life!  I was pretty good there.  I could keep up with (Zeigler) on the bottom there.  Once he 

jumped (the cushion), I figured it was my only shot.  Words can’t even describe what I’m feeling right now.” 
  
“That was all my fault there,” said Pearson of his late slider on Simpson.  “I miscalculated on the slide job by 

hitting the black and sliding up in front of him.  My apologies to him, and I’m glad I didn’t take both of us 

out.  We weren’t bad there. We had to ride the top.  We weren’t good on the bottom.  The cautions helped us 

starting on the outside.” 
  
“We have a really good race car,” said Simpson.  “I thought early in the race, when I was trying to take lead, I 

used up my right rear tire way too much.  Late in the race, I was kind of wheel-spinning with it.  It was a good 

night for us and a good finish.  It should have been a good point night for us.”

Before a lap could be completed in the 25-lap main event, Austin Rettig got sideways, collecting Matt Furman.  

Both would continue.  Frank Heckenast Jr. led early, ahead of Jonathan Davenport and Tyler Bruening.  Rettig 

came to a stop again, with just one lap in the books.  At the same time, Scott Bloomquist pulled off with 

possible ignition issues.

I was 

having a hard time running it, but we made good laps on the bottom.  I had a good restart one time and hit the 

middle of one and two just right.” 
  
“Our car was really good,” said Heckenast.  “You couldn’t ask for anything better than that.  My crew did a 

good job.  We’ve been jelling pretty well all weekend.  We were really close.  I gave away the race on the 

restart there.  When I’d come off the bottom on the restart, they’d get such a run on me.  I thought maybe if I 

got a run on the top, I could beat them off two.  If I get one taken away, I guess tonight is better than 

tomorrow.” 
  
“All in all, it was a good run for the #5 car,” said O’Neal.  “Hopefully, we can make a few changes and be ready 

for tomorrow night.  This will give us a good starting spot for tomorrow, and that’s the main thing.  We sure 

would have liked to have won, but tomorrow’s the one that counts.”

Tad Pospisil Wins Bang Bang Finish with Malvern Bank SLMR Series

KNOXVILLE, Iowa (September 15, 2018) – Over the years, Newport, Tennesee’s Jimmy Owens has had his 

share of bad luck at the Lucas Oil Knoxville Late Model Nationals presented by Casey’s General Stores, but 

Saturday night his perseverance paid off to the tune of $40,000!  Gaining the lead before the halfway point, he 

built big leads and fended off all challenges in winning his first ever Knoxville Late Model Nationals.  The 

Malvern Bank SLMR Series provided excitement of their own.  In a fender-clashing finish, Tad Pospisil won 

the series inaugural race at Knoxville over Kyle Berck. 

  

The 100-lap Knoxville Late Model Nationals saw Earl Pearson Jr. lead Brandon Sheppard early on, while Don 

O’Neal and Scott Bloomquist traded third.  Fan favorite Brian Birkhofer was done early on, bowing out on lap 

six. 

  

Sheppard took his turn at the point, passing Pearson on lap seven.  He entered lapped traffic before the first of 

several cautions in the first half of the race flew for Ricky Thornton Jr.  While Sheppard looked comfortable out 

front, Bloomquist would move into second for a time.  Jimmy Owens was moving forward, however, and 

entered the top five before taking fourth from O’Neal on lap 16. 

  



When Mason Zeigler tagged the wall on lap 22, a caution flew and the lone fuel stop for the race was called.  

Owens battled Pearson before taking third before Chris Simpson slowed on lap 38.  Owens would shoot around 

Bloomquist to take second on the restart, and then overtook Sheppard to take the lead on lap 40 before Jared 

Landers made hard contact with the wall to bring the red flag on lap 41. 

  

Owens led Sheppard, O’Neal, Bobby Pierce and Bloomquist at that point.  Many had their eyes on Pierce, who 

was busting the cushion after starting 22nd.  Pierce slid into third on the restart, and used another on lap 47 for 

Tyler Bruening to over come O’Neal for second.  More yellow laundry flew for Jimmy Mars and a three-car 

altercation for Tim McCreadie, Gregg Satterlee and Kyle Bronson. 

  

After Shane Clanton got over the turn two cushion into the wall while running eighth on lap 56, the race saw a 

long period of green flag racing.  Bloomquist and O’Neal worked by Pierce and battled for second.  Meanwhile, 

Owens was running away to a straightaway lead by lap 65 when he got into lapped traffic. 

  

At that point, Pierce surged on the cushion again.  Over the next ten laps, he gained on Owens, who was in 

traffic.  On lap 81, he shot around the leader briefly before jumping the turn two cushion and almost coming to 

a stop.  Owens was able to pull away again.  A lap later, Sheppard surrendered third with a flat right rear.  He 

would restart.  

  

Owens led Pierce, O’Neal, Josh Richards and Bloomquist back to green.  O’Neal surged into second, with 

Richards in tow.  Pierce battled back by Richards before O’Neal jumped the turn four cushion and turned 

sideways, collecting him with 12 to go.  Pierce spun, and the caution flag flew.  He would restart. 

  

Owens would pull away to win ahead of O’Neal, Richards, Bloomquist and hard-charger Brian Shirley who 

came from the B main.  Sheppard and Pierce rebounded for sixth and seventh, respectively, while Tyler Erb, 

Chad Simpson and Pearson rounded out the top ten.  Scott James won the C main, while Ricky Thornton Jr. 

claimed the B. 

  

“It’s awesome!” said Owens in Victory Lane.  “I’m thankful to get this win.  I’ve got to thank my crew and 

everybody for busting their butts.  We had a good car, and the lapped cars were in front of us.  We knew they 

were going to close in on us.  I was expecting some sort of pass.  I was hoping there wasn’t a pass, but it was 

hard to maneuver through traffic.  When they are three and four-wide in front of you, it’s hard to go anywhere.  

We lost this race several years ago.  I saw there were five to go, and I thought, ‘Don’t hit no cushion, don’t hit 

anything.’” 

  

“(The cushion) really got bad there towards the end,” said O’Neal.  “We’d fall back a spot or two, and then get 

one back on the restart.  We’ve got to thank everyone.  We’ve been struggling lately, but we’ll take second.  

We’ve had a little bad luck and tonight sure helps.  I thank the guys for how hard they work.” 

  

“I had a blast out there,” said Richards who started 21st.  “We had some problems yesterday that put us behind.  

I want to thank my guys for working hard on this car.  I think we were a little better than Don at the end.  We 

had a fun race there.  I’m kind of glad we didn’t finish second for a fifth time there.” 

  

It was the inaugural appearance for the Malvern Bank SLMR Series at Knoxville Raceway.  The 22-lap feature 

saw Tad Pospisil lead Kyle Berck early.  The leaders entered lapped traffic on lap eight before the only caution 

of the event came for a spun Corey Zeitner. 

  

Pospisil led Berck, Ryan Griffith, Paul Glendenning and Andrew Kosiski back to green.  Kosiski surged to 

second, but Berck would battle back by on lap 11.  Pospisil was back in traffic with six to go.  

  

Berck tracked the leader down and went door to door to take the lead on the white flag.  The pair swapped metal 

all the way to the checkers with Pospisil rubbing by again for a .089 second win at the checkers!  Berck 



followed, ahead of Andrew Kosiski, Chad Holladay and Brian Kosiski.  Josh Krug, Jason Hahne, Matt Buller, 

Denny Eckrich and Ryan Griffith completed the top ten.  Glendenning set quick time over the 29-car field, 

while Pospisil, Krug and Allan Hopp won heats.  Jerry Roose presented Jeff Aikey with $500 for his hard-

charger honors (25th to 12th). 

  

“With about four to go, I wasn’t gaining on the lapped cars as much,” said Pospisil, who accepted $4,000 in $2 

bills in Victory Lane.  “I guess I wasn’t looking at my signal guy close enough.  He must have been telling me 

to go to the bottom.  I was hanging up there in four and Kyle went by.  I’ve lost a lot of races to that guy on the 

last lap.  Hats off to him.  I know we got together a little in four, but I would have expected the same from him.  

I’m just proud to be here.  We’ve worked hard all season.  To win at Knoxville…this is just awesome!”
